(4)  The effect of the certificate is also qualified by the proviso in Section 192 (4) of the
1990 Act, as amended, which states that the lawfulness of a described use or
operation is only conclusively presumed where there has been no material change,
before the use is instituted or the operations begun, in any of the matters relevant
to determining such lawfulness.

(including any modification or substitution of the description of the use), s’lhe may
appeal to the Secretary of State in accordance with Sections 195 and 196 of the
Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended).
