APPLICATION TO REMOVE AND VARY PLANNING CONDITIONS 4, 8 & 10 - OUTLINE

APPLICATION REF. 2020/92546 - LAND OFF BLACKMOORFOOT ROAD & FELKS STILE ROAD,
CROSLAND MOOR, HUDDERSFELD

We write on behalf of our clients Miller Homes and Vistry West Yorkshire to submit an application to
vary and remove conditions 4, 8 & 10 associated with the existing outline planning approval at the site
(Reference 2020/92546) which was granted planning permission by the Council on the 25" March 2022.
The description of development was as follows: -

Outline application (with details of points of access only) for the development of up to 770
residential dwellings (Use Class C3), including up to 70 care apartments (Use Classes
C2/C3) with doctors surgery of up to 350 sq m (Use Class D1); up to 500 sq m of Use Class
A1/A2/A3/A4/A5/D1 floorspace (dual use), vehicular and pedestrian access points off
Blackmoorfoot Road and Felks Stile Road and associated works.

The application to vary and remove conditions 4, 8 & 10 attached to the aforementioned outline planning
approval is submitted following the undertaking of comprehensive pre-application discussions
undertaken with the Council since April 2023.

The specific conditions to which this application relates to are associated with the two points of access
to the development from Blackmoorfoot Road and Felks Stile Road.

Within the pre-application discussions it was agreed that the design of the proposed junctions were
required to be amended. Within our discussions it was also agreed that the specific wording of the
conditions and the timing of the delivery of the junctions were required to be amended as well.

Accordingly, it was agreed to combine existing conditions 4, 8 & 10 into one comprehensive condition
as follows: -

Prior to development commencing (excluding demolition, remediation, and earthworks),
notwithstanding the submitted plans, a detailed scheme of both the proposed junctions onto
Blackmoorfoot Road and Felks Stile Road, and their associated improvement works, as
indicatively shown on plans ref. AMA-22224-D-100-2.2 P01 and ref. AMA-22224-D-100-1.2
P01 respectively, shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning
Authority. These scheme shall include the following:

Full sections;

Details of speed reducing features;

Construction specifications;

Details of the widening of the existing highway to the site frontage;

Drainage works;

Lighting;

Relocation of the speed limits terminal points and associated works on
Blackmoorfoot Road and Felks Stile Road;

8. Signage, road markings, surface finishes and treatment of sight lines;

9. An independent safety audit covering all aspects of the works.

10. A programme of works detailing when each junction will become operational.
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Thereafter each junction, and associated works, shall be delivered in accordance with the
approved detailed scheme and programme for delivery.

It is therefore anticipated that the determination of this application will be focused on agreeing the details
of the general arrangement drawings that are submitted alongside the application and referenced within
the proposed amended condition. For the avoidance of any doubt, once this application is approved,
the applicants will then need to submit the further required information outlined within the amended
condition to enable it to be formally discharged.
