We wish to provide a home for up to two disadvantaged young people. This is a vital service that enables local authorities to fulfil their legal

obligations to provide a safe environment for each young person that needs this level of guidance and support which cannot be provided

within his or her own family home. We are seeking to obtain a certificate for lawful use of this property. The house will continue to be a

residential property for the young persons who will live there, having their own bedroom and residing in the home as a permanent resident. I

do not believe there is any material change of use. It is maintained that the nature of the use is not materially different from the current use as

a family home. Comings and goings would be no greater than a typical house, hence there would be no undue disturbance to any neighbours.

The local authority is therefore respectfully requested to support the application to allow this much needed facility to be established to provide

suitable care and accommodation for vulnerable children who will greatly benefit from the care provided. The house will continue to be a 
residential property for the young people who will live there, each having their own bedroom and residing in the home as a permanent 
resident. There are currently no other properties in the immediate area actively providing a home to disadvantaged people. The property 
benefits from having clear boundaries, adequate street & external lighting, extra secure doors and windows, as well as street parking for up to 
3 vehicles and further parking available a 20 second walk away. There is also a secure mail entrance and the property is currently in the 
process of being fitted out with Secure By Design CCTV systems to provide additional security. The property will also benefit from contracted 
maintenance such as DBS checked window cleaners and garden maintenance crews to ensure upkeep of the property to the highest 
standards. Applications for Lawful Development Certificates have been granted previously for similar sized properties where there are 2 
children being supported by up to 2 staff during the day and 2 staff overnight. I attach for your perusal a LDC granted for 19, St Thomas 
Gardens, Bradley, Huddersfield, HD2 1SL (Application number - 2023/CLD/92829/W).
