In pursuance of its powers under the above-mentioned Act and Order the KIRKLEES 
COUNCIL (hereinafter called “The Council”) as Local Planning Authority hereby 
permits:-

ERECTION OF GARDEN ROOM AND INSTALLATION OF AIR SOURCE HEAT 
PUMPS

At: 77 ,  LATHAM LANE,  GOMERSAL,  CLECKHEATON,  BD19 4AP

In accordance with the plan(s), documents and application submitted to the Council 
on 25-Sep-2024, except as amended or specified, details of which can be found in 
the table below and subject to the condition(s) specified hereunder:-

1. The development hereby permitted shall be begun within three years of the date of this 
permission.
Reason: Pursuant to the requirements of Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning 
Act 1990.

2. The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in complete accordance with the 
plans and specifications schedule listed in this decision notice, except as may be specified 
in the conditions attached to this permission, which shall in all cases take precedence.
Reason: For the avoidance of doubt as to what is being permitted and to ensure the 
satisfactory appearance of the development on completion, and to accord with Policies 
LP1, LP2, LP21, LP22, LP24, LP30, LP35 and LP53 of the Kirklees Local Plan, Key 



Design Principles 1 & 2 of the House Extensions and Alterations SPD and the aims of the 
National Planning Policy Framework.

3. The detached outbuilding hereby approved shall be faced in natural stone for the 
external walls and slate for the roof. The materials of construction shall thereafter be 
retained for the lifetime of the development.
Reason: In the interests of visual amenity and to accord with Policy LP24 of the Kirklees 
Local Plan, Key Design Principles 1 & 2 of the House Extensions and Alterations SPD and 
the aims of Chapter 12 and 16 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

4. If contamination, or the presence of coal not previously identified by the developer prior 
to the grant of this planning permission is encountered during the development, all works 
in the affected area (except for site investigation works) shall cease immediately and the 
Local Planning Authority shall be notified in writing within 2 working days. Works in the 
affected area shall not recommence until either (a) a Remediation Strategy by a suitably 
competent person has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning 
Authority or (b) the Local Planning Authority has confirmed in writing that remediation 
measures are not required. The Remediation Strategy shall include a timetable for the 
implementation and completion of the approved remediation measures. Thereafter 
remediation of the site shall be carried out and completed in accordance with the approved 
Remediation Strategy.

Following completion of any measures identified in the approved Remediation Strategy a
Verification Report shall be submitted to the Local Planning Authority. No part of the site 
shall be brought into use until such time as that part of the site has been remediated in 
accordance with the approved Remediation Strategy and a Verification Report in respect 
of those works has been approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.
Reason: To ensure the safe occupation of the site in accordance with Policy LP53 of the
Kirklees Local Plan and paragraph nos. 189 and 190 of the National Planning Policy
Framework.

5.  The Air Source Heat Pumps hereby approved shall be operated in accordance with the 
findings set out within the Noise Impact Assessment ref DRUK/ACC/RS/JLLLGC/3292
Rev 2.
Reason: To protect the amenity of neighbouring occupiers, in accordance with Policies 
LP24 and LP52 of the Kirklees Local Plan. 

NOTE: Due to its location, a bat roost may be present on site. Bats are a European 
protected species under regulation 41 of the Conservation of Habitats and Species 
Regulations 2010. It is an offence for anyone intentionally to kill, injure or handle a bat, 
disturb a roosting bat, or sell or offer a bat for sale without a licence. It is also an offence to 
damage, destroy or obstruct access to any place used by bats for shelter, whether they 
are present or not. If bats are discovered on site development shall cease and the 
applicant is advised to contact Natural England for advice.

NOTE: The granting of planning permission does not override any private legal rights or 
consents that may be required. It is the responsibility of the applicant / developer to ensure 
that all appropriate consents are in place prior to any development commencing; during 
the period of construction existing access for neighbouring properties is maintained; and 
no damage is caused to the access driveway or surrounding properties.



NOTE: To minimise noise disturbance at nearby premises it is generally recommended 
that activities relating to the erection, construction, alteration, repair or maintenance of 
buildings, structures or roads shall not take place outside the hours of:

- 07.30 and 18.30 hours, Mondays to Fridays
- 08.00 and 13.00 hours, Saturdays
- With no working Sundays or Public Holidays

In some cases, different site-specific hours of operation may be appropriate. Under the 
Control of Pollution Act 1974, Section 60 Kirklees Environment and Transportation 
Services can control noise from construction sites by serving a notice. This notice can 
specify the hours during which the works may be carried out.

NOTE All contamination reports shall be prepared by a suitably competent person, as 
defined in Annex 2 of the National Planning Policy Framework. Reports must be prepared 
in accordance with the following guidance:
- Land Contamination Risk Management (LCRM)
- BS 10175:2011+ A2:2017 Investigation of Potentially Contaminated Sites. Code of

Practice
- Development on Land Affected by Contamination - Technical Guidance for Developers, 

Landowners & Consultants - (v11.2) June 2020 by the Yorkshire and Lincolnshire 
Pollution Advisory Group.

The conditions relate to Planning Control only. Approval under the Building Regulations 
may also be required, and the applicant should contact their Building Control Provider for 
further information. Any other necessary consent must be obtained from the appropriate 
authority. If the applicant commences work without discharging conditions, they will be at 
risk of enforcement action and invalidating the permission if the planning condition is a pre-
commencement condition.

Appeals to the Secretary of State

 If you are aggrieved by the decision of your Local Planning Authority to grant it subject 
to conditions, then you can appeal to the Secretary of State under section 78 of the 
Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

 As this is a decision for a householder application, if you want to appeal against your 
Local Planning Authority’s decision to impose planning conditions then you must do so 
within 6 months of the date of this notice.

 If an enforcement notice is served or has been served relating to the same or 
substantially the same land and development as in your application and if you want to 
appeal against the local planning authority’s decision on your application, then you 
must do so within 28 days of the date of service of the enforcement notice.

 Appeals must be made using a form which you can get from the Secretary of State at 
Temple Quay House, 2 The Square, Temple Quay, Bristol BS1 6PN (Tel: 0303 444 
5000) or online at https://www.gov.uk/appeal-householder-planning-decision .

 You must use the correct Planning Appeal Form when making your appeal. If 
requesting forms from the Planning Inspectorate, please state the type of application 
that the appeal relates to so they can send you the appeal form you require.

 The Secretary of State can allow a longer period for giving notice of an appeal, but he 
will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there are special circumstances 
which excuse the delay in giving notice of appeal.

 The Secretary of State need not consider an appeal if it seems to him that the local 
planning authority could not have granted planning permission for the proposed 
development or could not have granted it without the conditions they imposed, having 
regard to the statutory requirements, to the provisions of any development order and 
to any directions given under a development order.

 In practice, the Secretary of State does not refuse to consider appeals solely because 
the Local Planning Authority based their decision on a direction given by him.

Please note, only the applicant possesses the right of appeal.

Purchase Notices
 If either the local planning authority or the Secretary of State refuses permission to 

develop land or grants it subject to conditions, the owner may claim that the owner can 
neither put the land to a reasonably beneficial use in its existing state nor render the 
land capable of a reasonably beneficial use by the carrying out of any development 
which has been or would be permitted.

In these circumstances, the owner may serve a purchase notice on the Council 
This notice will require the Council to purchase the owner's interest in the land
in accordance with the provisions of Chapter I of Part VI of the Town and Country
Planning Act 1990.
