INCLUDING the footpath NOT as shown on the plans with a footpath along side. What is
marked as the footpath is in fact our land.

Is this proposed development being assessed in isolation or being assessed along side the
other larger develoOpment already taking place on Westgate (just over the beck)?

Reports have identified arsenic / lead/ chrysolite and mine shafts with combustible coal on the
site, has a EIA screening option been requested, or issued, and if not why not?

When the wind has blown South we have had contaminated dust from Westgate.

What method is likely to be used and how will the associated contamination and construction
risks be assessed and controlled?

As the planning application says there is ‘no known contamination or none suspected’ will the
application be corrected or revalidated before determination?

The applicant anticipates using pilings, can they clarify what method will be used as the
noise from the hammering of the pilings on Westgate means doors and widows have to be
kept closed because of the noise which can also be heard in the town centre.

The wildlife report states ‘no badger activity’, this is incorrect.
