Comments 
The applicant has submitted a Residential Noise Assessment authored by Nova Acoustics 
dated 17 September 2024 Ref NP-011673. It identifies the requirements of the condition 
showing the site location and the neighbouring uses. In our comments dated 26 March 2024, 
we had concerns about the potential loss of amenity to the occupiers from the neighbouring 
Masjid Iman Mosque. 

Noise monitoring was undertaken from two measurement positions (MPs 1 & 2) as show in 
figure 3 and also during a prayer session at the Masjid Iman Mosque (MP3) and a summary 
of the findings is given in table 2. Comment is made that the acoustic environment is deemed 
to be low to moderate in level and the noise profile is dominated by road traffic noise 
emissions from the surrounding roads, particularly from Portland Street and the A629 to the 
east. During the measurement of the prayer session taking place, there was no audible noise 
breaking out from the mosque with the only noise source emanating from these sessions was 
when vehicles arrived and left. This was also observed to be the case in relation to the 
Waverley Hall Day Centre opposite.  

Based upon the findings of the monitoring exercise, the report proceeds to specify glazing and 
ventilation as per table 5. However, there is a caveat where there is a desire to retain the 
existing glazing, and the report states investigations should be undertaken to ascertain the 
existing make-up and determine if it is equivalent to that which is presented in table 5. Where 
this is not the case, glazing should be installed that is equivalent to that which is presented in 
table 5. Alternatively, secondary glazing could be installed to the existing windows which may 
require through-wall passive ventilation or the installation of a ducted/mechanical system. 
Comment is also made that the other elements e.g. wall and roof, should have a sound 
insulation performance that is 10dB higher than the glazing shown in Table 5 (39dB R’w). 

There is no external amenity area. 

The findings of the report are accepted. 

Recommendations 
We recommend the condition is not discharged until all of the mitigation measures within the 
Residential Noise Assessment authored by Nova Acoustics dated 17 September 2024 Ref 
NP-011673 are implemented and retained thereafter.
