In our comments dated 01 November 2024, we sought clarification on whether any noise from
the quarry operations impacted upon the monitoring exercise, and the implication of any
mitigation measures if not, before we could consider the findings of the submitted Noise
Impact Assessment (NIA) from SLR dated 01 October 2024 Ref 410.065276.00001 RevO03.
We also noted drawing no. 426 from nineteen47 dated 09 August 2024 showing 8no. phases
and of particular interest was Phase 3 Miller which shows the location of a MUGA which had
not been considered in the NIA.

The applicant has submitted a Noise Impact Assessment (NIA) from SLR dated 16 December
2024 Ref 410.065276.00001 Rev04 which addresses our queries. Para 4.3.1 states the
quarry did not form part of the soundscape at the southern boundary as it was observed on
site that traffic noise was the dominant source. As such, the mitigation measures proposed in
the report should adequately mitigate any noise from the quarry at the southern boundary.

Para 8.3 considers the impact of the MUGA based upon Sport England guidance and
determines an increase of 1-2dB at the plots shown in figure 8.4. Comment is made that the
overall noise level does not exceed the upper limit of 55dB recommended in external amenity
space and this is accepted.

Recommendations
It is noted that the condition refers to a phased approach. Nevertheless, this submission
relates to the whole of the residential site (excluding the Care Home and Local Centre).

The findings of the submitted report are accepted. However, we recommend the condition is
not discharged until all of the mitigation measures within the accepted Noise Impact
Assessment (NIA) from SLR dated 16 December 2024 Ref 410.065276.00001 Rev04 are
implemented.
