Re: Proposed Residential Redevelopment at 16 Thornhill Park Avenue, Dewsbury, WF12 0DA

1.0 Introduction:-

Arc Environmental Limited (ARC) were commissioned by Onel7 Design to undertake a Coal Mining
Risk Assessment (CMRA) to facilitate the construction of a replacement private residential dwelling at
16 Thornhill Park Avenue, Dewsbury, WEF12 0DA, which will involve the demolition of the existing
property. The National Grid Reference for the site is 424876, 419677. The geological and coal mining
assessments for this site have been based on records produced by the British Geological Survey (BGS)
and the Coal Authority (CA). The following documents have been reviewed as part of this CMRA:

2.0 Geological Setting:-

Based on published geological maps produced by the BGS the site is not shown to be situated in an
area of significant made ground deposits, although some made ground associated with the
construction of the existing property is anticipated. The site lies within an area absent of natural
superficial deposits, with the solid geology at or close to the surface. It is likely that the solid geology
will initially comprise ‘residual soils’, i.e. completely weathered bedrock deposits, typically comprising
sandy gravelly clay/clayey sand and gravel before grading into the more competent bedrock materials.

The solid geology is shown to comprise the Pennine Lower Coal Measures (PLCM) laid down during a
Period of the Earth’s history known as the Carboniferous, with undifferentiated deposits shown at

rockhead. The PLCM comprise interbedded cyclical alternations of mudstone, siltstone and sandstone
with productive coal seams, seatearths and marine (fossil-bearing) bands.

The BGS mapping suggests that the shallowest coal seam below this site is the ‘Coal’ seam which is
locally ¢.0.00m to ¢.0.90m thick, and is shown to subcrop ¢.450m to the west, dipping below the site in
a south easterly direction. Below this seam, based on the BGS Generalised Vertical Section (GSV),
the next shallowest seam is the 1*" Brown Metal Coal (1 BM), locally ¢.0.30m to ¢.0.70m thick, and
typically c.19m below the ‘Coal’ seam. Further coal seams are present below the 1 BM, but these are
too deep to be considered as ‘shallow’ (i.e. <30m below ground level).

3.0 Site-Specific Coal Mining Information:-

In accordance with available online Coal Authority (CA) data, the site is shown to lie within a ‘Coal
Mining Reporting Area’, with the southern end of the site shown as an area of ‘Probable Shallow Coal
Mine Workings’ and a defined ‘Development High Risk Area’. The online CA data does not concur
with the BGS mapping data, with the ‘Coal’ seam shown to subcrop across the site and the 1 BM seam
shown to subcrop c.170m to the west, with both seams dipping below the site in a south easterly
direction.

A Coal Authority Consultants Mining Report (ref. 51003454357001) has been procured to further
assess the risks posed to the site with respect to possible instability issues arising in the future as a
direct result of past shallow coal mining activities.

The report concludes that the property has past recorded underground workings in one seam (Black
Bed) beneath the site at a depth of 279m below the site and with an extraction thickness of 0.76m, last
worked in 1915, and dipping to the south-east at c.2.4°.

The southern portion of the site is shown to lie within an area where the CA believe that there are
‘Probable Unrecorded Shallow Workings’, but is not considered to have spine roadways at shallow
depth. The report indicates that the Low Fenton coal seam (most likely recorded by the BGS as the
‘Coal’ seam) subcrops across the southern portion of the site, trending east to west and dipping below
the site in a south easterly direction, which correlates with the area of Probable Unrecorded Shallow
Workings’.

There are no open cast mines, remediated sites or coal mining subsidence claims recorded within 50m
of the site and there are no faults, fissures or breaklines recorded below the site area. The CA report
does not identify any mine entries (shafts, adits, etc.) on or within 100m of the boundary of the
property and there are no recorded mine gas sites within 500m of the site.

4.0 Assessment of Potential Risk to Proposed Development: -

Taking into account the BGS and Coal Authority information reviewed for the site, the potential risk
from shallow unrecorded workings being present within the ‘Coal’ (Low Fenton) seam below the
southern portion of the site cannot be dismissed and therefore there could be a future risk of ground
instability occurring across this part of the site, due to the collapse of any old unrecorded workings.
When considering the next shallowest seam (1BM), given the anticipated depth of competent of rock
cover (c.19m) above this seam, there is not considered to be a significant risk to the proposed
development from any unrecorded workings which might be present within this deeper seam.

5.0 Conclusions & Recommendations: -

Taking into account the results of this coal mining risk assessment, it can be seen that further intrusive
investigation works, in the form of open-hole rotary boreholes, will be required to verify whether any
shallow unrecorded coal workings are present below this site.

Given that the site lies within a recognised Coal Mining Reporting Area and taking into account the
CL:AIRE guidance for Good Practice for Risk Assessment for Coal Mine Gas Emissions (October
2021), an assessment of the potential risks from coal mine gases to this site has been completed,
initially based on the following site specific data:

e There are no mine entries within 50m of site boundary.
e There are no recorded coal workings at less than 30m depth.
e There are no fault or other pathways connecting the site surface to deeper workings.

e The site lies within an area of probable unrecorded shallow workings on the CA online viewer.

Using the decision support tool for mine gas risk assessment (Fig 13.1) the site is initially assessed as
lying within a Moderate to High Risk Zone. Consequently, ground (coal mine) gas monitoring will be
required to determine whether coal mine gas protection measures are required for the proposed
development.

Future development

mines without first obtaining the permission of the Coal Authority.

MINE GAS: Please note, if there are no recorded instances of mine gas within 500m of the enquiry
boundary, this does not mean that mine gas is not present within the vicinity. The Coal Authority
Mine Gas data is limited to only those sites where a Mine Gas incident has been recorded.
Developers should be aware that the investigation of coal seams, mine workings or mine entries
may have the potential to generate and/or displace underground gases. Associated risks both to
the development site and any neighbouring land or properties should be fully considered when
undertaking any ground works. The need for effective measures to prevent gases migrating onto
any land or into any properties, either during investigation or remediation work, or after
development must also be assessed and properly addressed. In these instances, the Coal Authority
recommends that a more detailed Gas Risk Assessment is undertaken by a competent assessor.

Past underground coal mining

Details of all recorded underground mining relative to the enquiry boundary. Only past
underground workings where the enquiry boundary is within 0.7 times the depth of the workings
(zone of likely physical influence) allowing for seam inclination, will be included.

Probable unrecorded shallow workings
Areas where the Coal Authority believes there to be unrecorded coal workings that exist at or close
to the surface (less than 30 metres deep).

Spine roadways at shallow depth

Connecting roadways either, working to working, or, surface to working, both in-seam and cross
measures that exist at or close to the surface (less than 30 metres deep), either within or within 10
metres of the enquiry boundary.

Mine entries

Details of any shaft or adit either within, or within 100 metres of the enquiry boundary including
approximate location, brief treatment details where known, the mineral worked from the mine
entry and conveyance details where the mine entry has previously been sold by the Authority or its
predecessors British Coal or the National Coal Board.

Abandoned mine plan catalogue numbers

Plan numbers extracted from the abandoned mines catalogue containing details of coal and other
mineral abandonment plans deposited via the Mines Inspectorate in accordance with the Coal
Mines Regulation Act and Metalliferous Mines Regulation Act 1872.

Opencast mines
