This will significantly detract from the enjoyment of my home and
garden. Furthermore, the proposed development is considerably larger in scale and it
will remove a significant portion of the garden space within its boundary,

negatively impacting the character of the area by reducing the green space further
impacting its appeal.

Noise and Disturbance

The construction phase will inevitably cause significant disruption through noise, dust,
and vibrations from groundwork, which will adversely affect my family’s daily life.
Moreover, the anticipated increase in noise from the proposed use of the site post-
construction will undermine the peace and quiet we currently enjoy.

These concerns highlight the profound and lasting effects this development will have
on my property and my family’s quality of life. | respectfully urge the planning authority
to consider these objections carefully and to refuse the application in its current form.
