We have great concerns about the proposed dwellings.
The planned access onto the A629 at the site of numerous serious accidents seems
contrary to all common sense. Both the local councillor and MP have expressed
concerns about this section of road.
The land planning to be built upon is a haven for wildlife including bats,owls,
bullfinches. There are numerous mature trees with prospective tree protection orders.
The infrastructure in the area was only designed for the limited number of houses that
are currently in existence. As a private courtyard we have maintained physically and
financially both the land and access. I feel both the current aged drainage system and
slower than acceptable broadband would only be worsened.
We also have concerns about the retaining wall between the developments . It seems
in very poor condition and being approximately 3 storeys high would be a safety hazard
if any building work was done around it.
