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PROPOSED SINGLE STOREY OUTBUILDING DESIGN, ACCESS & HERITAGE STATEMENT
AT 32 STATION ROAD, SHEPLEY, HUDDERSFIELD, HD8 8DG

INTRODUCTION

1.1 This Design, Access and Heritage Statement has been
prepared on behalf of Mrs. Shannon Martin, in support of
a Householder & Listed Building Planning Application to
Kirklees Council seeking approval for a proposed
detached single storey outbuilding within the grounds of
an existing Grade I listed building '32 Station Road’

1.2 This statement describes the matters considered in the
design of the scheme and the preparation of the listed
building householder planning application. It should be
read in conjunction with the drawings and other
associated supporting documents.

1.3 The purpose of the outbuilding is to provide the dwelling
occupiers with an office space, away from their family
home to provide separation and work / life balance given
their successful local business (Dotty Bridal).

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LOCATION

2.1 32 Station Road is located in Shepley, Huddersfield.

2.2 32 Station Road, Shepley, is located on the northern
edge of the Shepley Conservation Area. (Extract
adjacent)

CONTEXT

3.1  The outbuilding (garden office) was erected August 2023
and the applicant did not apply for householder and listed
building consent at the time and has since received
formal enforcement action from Kirklees Council ref:
COMP/23/0592.

3.2 The garden area around 32 Station Road has previously
comprised of a large greenhouse and large timber shed
which have been removed.

4.1 Photographs adjacent which show the previous
greenhouse and timber shed. The greenhouse was
removed in 2019 and the shed was removed in 2021
prior to constructing the kitchen extension.

4.2 The existing garden shed which was removed is set at a
lower level from the dwelling house and is located in a
similar position to the new outbuilding (garden office)

4.3 The new outbuilding (garden office) is of a similar size to
the previously removed garden shed.

4.4  The new outbuilding (garden office) is located to the rear
of 32 Station Road and is set 7.7m away from the latter
extension of the existing dwelling.

4.5  The new outbuilding (garden office) is not considered a
permanent structure and is of pre-fabricated nature. This
building can be dismantled at any time and relocated. It
is finished externally with timber cladding, grey
membrane flat roof, dark grey aluminum door and black
pvc rainwater goods.

4.6  The dwelling occupier has a very successful local
business and uses the outbuilding as an office space
given their lack of space within the existing dwelling. The
dwelling occupier also wanted to separate their work and
home with using a separate building for their office within
their large, secluded garden.

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32 Station Road is a Grade Il listed building, listing entry
number 1135346

(The full Official Listing correct at the time of writing can be
found in Appendix B)

32 Station Road is also within the Shepley Conservation
Area. (No appraisal available)

HERITAGE ASSET & SIGNIFICANCE

32 Station Road is a cottage that is attached to Shepley
Hall (No. 30) which is also a Grade Il Listed Building.
Both dwellings are registered under the same listing on
Historic England list entry 1135346.

32 Station Road is set within its own grounds, garden
and driveway and is accessed off Station Road, sharing
a driveway with 32A Station Road.

No’s 30 & 32 Station Road, date from 1608 but with C19
alterations and recent alterations.

There is 2no. single storey extensions both the north and
south sides of the original host dwelling which have both
previously obtained planning approvals. (Refer to
Relevant Planning History below and Appendix C for
further information)

Internally within the dwelling, ground and first floor walls
are a mixture of stone and modern timber stud partitions
with a plaster / plasterboard and skim finish. The roof to
the original dwelling and latter extensions stone slate.

The ground floor areas have exposed beams and ornate
decorative plasterwork, which from the Historic England
list entry states:

“No. 32 has good original plaster frieze of affronted
mermaids. The ceiling is divided by a partition but has
mouldings with circles with central motif and squares with
Tudor rose. Also fleur-de-lys and date 1609. The centre
part has gone”

BASIS FOR ASSESSMENT

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In preparing this statement, we have referred to the
National Planning Policy Framework December 2023
Chapter 16 Paragraph 200, which sets out the standards
for Heritage Statements:
