This Transport Statement has been prepared on behalf of Virtu Homes to accompany a planning
application for a proposed residential development at Parkwood Mill, Grove Street, Huddersfield (herein
referred to as 'the site’). The site is located on the northern side of Grove Street, approximately 5
kilometres east of the centre of Huddersfield, close to the M62. The site falls within the administrative
boundary of Kirklees Council (KC).

The site comprises of a former car park (now blocked off) with access taken from Grove Street to the
north of the site. The proposal seeks planning permission to construct five residential dwellings.
Appropriate levels of car and cycle parking will be provided in accordance with local standards.

The former car park makes up one of a number of sites in the immediate surrounding area that are due
to come forward for residential development. This report addresses the above site only.

This Transport Statement has been prepared to consider the highway and transportation aspects of the
proposals, specifically the proximity of the site to sustainable transport modes, as well as access
arrangements, parking and trip generation.

The remainder of this Transport Statement is structured as follows:

Section 2 outlines the transport planning policies that are considered to be pertinent to this
application;

Section 3 considers the existing use of the site and reviews the accessibility of the site by all modes
of transport;

Section 4 provides an overview of the proposed development;

Section 5 assesses the vehicular trip attraction of the development proposals and the likely effect on
the local highway network; and,

Section 6 summarises the key findings and conclusions of the report.
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2.1 There are a number of documents that contain planning policies relevant to transport. The key policy
documents which set the context for the development proposals are as follows:

National Planning Policy Framework — December 2023;
Kirklees Local Plan Strategy and Policies - February 2019; and,

Kirklees Local Plan Supplementary Planning Document Consultation Draft, Highway Design Guide -
October 2018.

2.2 The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) December 2023 sets out the Government’s planning
policies for England and how they are expected to be applied.

2.3 The NPPF presumes in favour of sustainable development and is a material consideration in planning
decisions. Paragraph 108 states that:

“Transport issues should be considered from the earliest stages of plan-making and development
proposals, so that:

a) the potential impacts of development on transport networks can be addressed,

b) opportunities from existing or proposed transport infrastructure, and changing transport technology
and usage, are realised - for example in relation to the scale, location or density of development that
can be accommodated;

c) opportunities to promote walking, cycling and public transport use are identified and pursued;

d) the environmental impacts of traffic and transport infrastructure can be identified, assessed and taken
into account - including appropriate opportunities for avoiding and mitigating any adverse effects, and
for net environmental gains; and

e) patterns of movement, streets, parking and other transport considerations are integral to the design
of schemes, and contribute to making high quality places.”

2.4 Off-street parking provision is referred to in Paragraph 111, which states that, in setting local parking
standards for development, local planning authorities should take into account accessibility; the type,
mix and use of the development; the availability of and opportunities for public transport; local car
ownership levels; and an overall need to reduce the use of high-emission vehicles.

2.5 Paragraph 112 states:

"Maximum parking standards for residential and non-residential development should only be set where
there is a clear and compelling justification that they are necessary for managing the local road network,
or for optimising the density of development in city and town centres and other locations that are well
served by public transport (in accordance with chapter 11 of this Framework). In town centres, local
authorities should seek to improve the quality of parking so that it is convenient, safe and secure,
alongside measures to promote accessibility for pedestrians and cyclists.”

2.6 Paragraph 114 states:

“"In assessing sites that may be allocated for development in plans, or specific applications for
development, it should be ensured that:
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a) appropriate opportunities to promote sustainable transport modes can be — or have been - taken up,
given the type of development and its location;

b) safe and suitable access to the site can be achieved for all users;

c) the design of streets, parking areas, other transport elements and the content of associated standards
reflects current national guidance, including the National Design Guide and the National Model Design
Code 46, and

d) any significant impacts from the development on the transport network (in terms of capacity and
congestion), or on highway safety, can be cost effectively mitigated to an acceptable degree.”

2.7 This is followed by Paragraph 115 stating:

“"Development should only be prevented or refused on highways grounds if there would be an
unacceptable impact on highway safety, or the residual cumulative impacts on the road network would
be severe.”

2.8 The Kirklees Local Plan Strategy and Policies was adopted in February 2019 and outlines a strategy for
sustainable development within the Kirklees area. Chapter 10 within the document refers directly to
policy transport. Within the plan, Policy LP20 refers to sustainable travel;

"New development will be located in accordance with the spatial development strategy to ensure the
need to travel is reduced and that essential travel needs can be met by forms of sustainable transport
other than the private car. The council will support development proposals that can be served by
alternative modes of transport such as public transport, cycling and walking and in the case of new
residential development is located close to local facilities or incorporates opportunities for day to day
activities on site and will accept that variations in opportunity for this will vary between larger and smaller
settlements in the area.

The council will support demand management measures which discourage single occupancy car travel
within new development and encourage the use of low emission vehicles to improve areas with low levels
of air quality. Proposals should include measures to encourage the use of sustainable travel options,
including public transport, the promotion of personal journey planning, walking, cycling, car sharing,
electronic communication and home working.

Travel plans will normally be required for all major planning applications in accordance with current
guidance and should set targets and monitoring arrangements to ensure sustainable travel patterns are
maintained. Travel plans should include agreed and defined outcomes related to a package of specified
measures to be implemented including an approach to lower carbon emissions where applicable.

The requirement of a travel plan will also be considered on case by case basis where the proposed
development falls below the major application category where it has the potential to generate significant
transport movements and/or has insufficient off-street parking within the vicinity of a stressed part of
the highway network.

Proposals for new development shall be designed to encourage sustainable modes of travel and
demonstrate how links have been utilised to encourage connectivity. Proposals will be required to
facilitate the needs of the following user hierarchy:

a. Pedestrians

b. Cyclists

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c. Public transport
d. Private vehicles”.
2.9 This is followed by Policy LP21 - Highways and access and states:

“"Proposals shall demonstrate that they can accommodate sustainable modes of transport and be
accessed effectively and safely by all users.

New development will normally be permitted where safe and suitable access to the site can be achieved
for all people and where the residual cumulative impacts of development are not severe.

Proposals shall demonstrate adequate information and mitigation measures to avoid a detrimental impact
on highway safety and the local highway network. Proposals shall also consider any impacts on the
Strategic Road Network.

All proposals shall:

a. ensure the safe and efficient flow of traffic within the development and on the surrounding highway
network;

b. where needed, provide new infrastructure or improvements on or off site to ensure safe access from
the highway network for pedestrians, cyclists, public transport users and private vehicles;

¢. be accompanied by a supporting Transport Assessment or Transport Statement where the development
would generate significant trip generation, providing detail as to the impact on highway safety, air quality,
noise and light restrictions;

d. take into account changes in site levels and topography to ensure the development can be accessed
easily and safely by all sections of the community and by different modes of transport;

e. take into account the features of surrounding roads and footpaths and provide adequate layout and
visibility to allow the development to be accessed safely,;

f. take into account access for emergency, service and refuse collection vehicles;

g. provide on-site safe, secure and convenient cycle parking/storage facilities to encourage sustainable
travel modes.”

2.10 Policy LP22 refers directly to parking and states:
"The provision of parking will be based on the following principles:...

... €. car parking provision in new developments will be determined by the availability of public transport,
the accessibility of the site, location of the development, local car ownership levels and the type, mix
and use of the development;

f. new developments will incorporate flexibly designed minimum parking spaces for private cars,
considering a range of solutions, to provide the most efficient arrangement of safe, secure, convenient
and visually unobtrusive car parking within the site including a mix of on and off street parking in
accordance with current guidance;

g. provision will be made to meet the needs of cyclists for cycling parking in new developments;
h. provision will be made to accommodate the needs of disabled people for the parking of vehicles.

All proposals shall provide full details of the design and levels of proposed parking provision. They should
demonstrate how the design and amount of parking proposed is the most efficient use of land within the
development as part of encouraging sustainable travel.”
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Kirklees Council has not set out local parking standards, however the key design driver within the
document states:

“"Kirklees Council has not set local parking standards for residential and non-residential development,
however in practice the majority of new 2 to 3 bedroom dwellings within Kirklees have provided 2 off-
street car parking spaces; with 4+ bedroom dwellings providing 3 off-street car parking spaces. New 1-
2 bedroom apartments have provided 1 space (3+ bed 2 spaces). In most circumstances this has been
supplemented by visitor spaces at the rate of 1 per 4 dwellings. One cycle space per unit is recommended.
The Council can advise on provision for other uses.”

On the basis of the above review, it is evident that the location of a site in relation to sustainable modes
of transport is a key consideration when assessing the acceptability of a proposal. Furthermore,
appropriate provision should be made for parking and facilitating access by more sustainable forms of
travel by providing connections to existing networks.

To put the site into context, a detailed review of the study area has been carried out. The following
section provides a summary of the results of this review and refers to the location of the site, along with
of the accessibility of the site by different modes of transport.

The site is located on the southern side of Grove Street, approximately 4 kilometres west of the centre
of Huddersfield, close to the M62. The site falls within the administrative boundary of Kirklees Council.
The site is currently occupied by a former car park associated with the surrounding former mills with
access taken from Grove Street to the north of the site. The site location in relation to the surrounding
area is shown in Figure 3.1.

Grove Street is a two-way single carriageway subject to a 30mph speed limit. To the west, Grove Street
provides access towards the M62 and Oakes. To the east Groves Street provides access towards
residential properties and towards Huddersfield. The site is located close to the M62 which provides
access between Manchester and Leeds.

It is generally accepted that walking and cycling provide important alternatives to the private car and
should be encouraged to form part of longer journeys via public transport. The Chartered Institution of
Highways and Transportation released two documents, ‘Planning for Walking” in April 2015 and ‘Planning
for Cycling’ in October 2014. The documents provide an insight into the sustainable methods of transport,
including:

“"Across Britain about 80% of journeys shorter than 1 mile are made wholly on foot...but beyond that
distance cars are the dominant modes” (Planning for Walking, 2015).

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Majority of cycling trips are used for short distances, with 80% being less than five miles and with 40%
being less than two miles” (Planning for Cycling, 2014).”

3.5 Furthermore, Manual for Streets identifies ‘walkable neighbourhoods’ as “having a range of facilities
within 10 minutes’ (up to about 800m) walking distance of residential areas which residents may access
comfortably on foot”.

3.6 Within Manual for Streets, it is noted that 800 metres is not considered the maximum walking distance
for pedestrians, highlighting that walking can replace short car trips, particularly those under 2
kilometres. The National Travel Survey 2020 (NTS) also noted that "81% of all trips under one mile are
walks”, making it the most frequent mode of travel for very short distances.

3.7 The closest bus stop to the site is located 500 metres north of the site along Longwood Gate, which
equates to an 8-minute walk or 4-minute cycle. This bus stop serves the 356 route. An additional service
is provided approximately 550 metres south of the site. A summary of the destinations served, and the
approximate frequency of the local bus services is provided below in Table 3.1.

3.8 Lockwood railway station is located 3.6km south-east of the site, which equates to a 54-minute walk.

Lockwood railway station is provided with 10 cycle parking spaces and 10 car parking spaces. Step-free
access is available to all platforms.

3.9 Huddersfield railway station is located 4.8km east of the site within the town centre which equates to a
20-minute cycle. Further services are available from Huddersfield railway station which are summarised
in table 3.2 along with those from Lockwood. Huddersfield station can be accessed via the aforementioned

bus services.

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3.10 The site is located within a strategic area close to a humber of everyday amenities including schools,
sports facilities, health facilities, convenience stores and green space. Table 3.3 summarises the duration
of travel to local amenities on foot and by cycle.

3.12 A review of personal injury collision (PIC) data for Grove Street has been carried out using the Crashmap
online tool. This identified that no incidents occurred along Grove Street within the vicinity of the site in
the last 5 years. This suggests that there are no highway safety concerns on local roads.

3.13 The above review demonstrates that the site is accessible by transport modes that have the potential to
reduce reliance upon the private car. In this regard, it is considered that the location of the site accords
with the National Planning Policy Framework and local policy as set out in Section 2 and as such gives
future residents a genuine choice about how they travel.

The following section provides details of how the site is to be developed, along with details of the site
access, servicing and parking strategy. The proposal seeks planning permission to construct five
residential dwellings with access via Grove Street. The site layout plan is shown within

Access to the development is proposed via the existing access onto Grove Street to the north of the
development.

Pedestrian access to the site will be via a segregated entrance from Grove Street to the north of the
dwellings.

As in accordance with manual for Street (MfS) visibility splays of 2.4m by 43m have been show at the
access onto Grove Street to the east, whilst visibility has been shown extending to the nearby roundabout
to the west. This drawing is shown within and illustrates that the site can achieve the correct
visibility.

Car parking will be provided on site to ensure that it is appropriate for the development proposed. This
approach recognises the need to provide sufficient parking spaces to avoid overspill parking that would
adversely affect the operation of surrounding streets, but not providing parking to a level that would
overly encourage car usage. This is a balanced approach that is consistent with local and national policies.

Kirklees Council has not set out local parking standards, however the key design driver within the
supplementary planning document states that new 2-3 bed houses should be provided with two car
parking spaces per unit. The development will provide 10 car parking space, with two spaces allocated
per dwelling. This meets with the above requirement. Whilst no visitor parking is proposed on site, there
is ample opportunity for visitor parking to take place on surrounding roads.

As with car parking standards, no cycle standards are provided by Kirklees council. Within the
supplementary planning document it states that a generous amount of cycle parking should be provided.
As each dwelling will benefit from a rear garden, it is anticipated that cycle parking will be provided within
a dedicated shed for each dwelling.

Serving and delivery will be undertaken via Grove Street. Individual refuse stores will be provided for
each dwelling, which can be accessed via the refuse vehicle along Grove Street. The dwellings front onto
Grove Street, and therefore there is no need for a fire appliance to physically enter the site.

This section demonstrates that the proposals make provision for safe and suitable access for private cars,
emergency vehicles, pedestrians and cyclists and integrate with the existing highway network.

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5.1 This section outlines the level of trips that are likely to be generated by the proposed development. When
assessing the impacts of a residential development, it is generally considered that the peak traffic times
are weekday mornings (08:00-09:00) and weekday evenings (17:00-18:00). It is during these periods
that traffic flows associated with the development and those on the adjacent highway network are likely
to be at their greatest. The information provided within this section considers these peak hours as well
as the daily movements (07:00-19:00).

5.2 To calculate the trip attraction potential of the residential houses, an assessment utilising the TRICS
database has been undertaken. The TRICS category ‘03-Residenital; A-Houses Privately Owned has been
used, as a worst case scenario, with the following criteria:

Sites located in England, excluding Greater London, South East/West, and East Anglia (prioritising
midlands/north of England);

Sites with up to 50 dwellings; and,

Sites located within ‘Suburban Areas’ and ‘Edge of Town'.

5.3 A summary of the peak hour total person and vehicular trip rates are provided in Table 5.1 below and

5.4 Table 5.1 the proposed five houses could generate up to three vehicle movements in the AM peak and

two vehicle movements in the PM peak, which would not have a detrimental impact on the local highway
network. Over a typical day there could be up to 37 person movements of which 21 could be vehicular.
Over a typical day this will not have a detrimental impact on the local highway network.
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6.1 This Transport Statement Note has been prepared on behalf of Virtu Homes to accompany a planning
application for the proposed residential development at Parkwood Mill, Grove Street, Huddersfield. The
site is located on the southern side of Grove Street, approximately 4 kilometres west of the centre of
Huddersfield, close to the M62.

6.2 In summary this Transport Statement demonstrates that:
The proposals accord with national and local policies relevant to transport;
There is a good network of pedestrian links local to the site and amenities;

Safe and suitable vehicular access to the site can be achieved from Grove Street and Parkland
Avenue;

The proposals include appropriate provision for servicing and deliveries; and,
The development will not have a detrimental impact on the local highway network.

6.3 On the basis of the above, it is considered there is no reason why the proposed development should be
resisted on traffic or transportation grounds.
