	Q2 What measures have beenwill be taken to limit the carbon consumed through the implementation and construction processes eg by reusing existing onsite materials or sourcing materials locally See section 3Row1: No additional considered. The reuse of materials can be considered during construction such as reuse of the existing conservatory concrete slab as hardcore
