Drainage Summary:

Condition 9:
The LLFA confirms acceptance of the proposed 3.5l/s surface water attenuated discharge rate and
discharge point into the Yorkshire Water Surface Water sewer (subject to YW approvals).

However, as stated in the Decision Notice, calculations showing that the proposed surface water
attenuation storage is sufficient to prevent discharge off-site and flooding of new or existing properties
for the critical 1 in 100 year (plus climate change) rainfall event.

A Maintenance Plan indicating a schedule of maintenance items for the surface water drainage
(including the HydroBrake and attenuation tank) and organisation responsible for this maintenance up
until the drainage system is adopted by the statutory authority.

Additional information is required, and therefore Condition 9 cannot be discharged.

Condition 10:
No information regarding the routing of flood water in the event of exceedance of the design flows or
blockages has been provided and therefore Condition 10 cannot be discharged.
