Drainage Summary: 

Condition 10: 
As previously noted in the LLFA’s Consultation Responses dated 27/11/2023 (ref: DR07 Overland 
Flow Routing), 06/01/2025 and 07/03/2025, no information regarding the routing of floodwater in the 
event of exceedance of the design flows or blockages has been provided. The submitted Drainage 
Plan shows the proposed drainage design only with no indication of the “across the surface” flows 
during an exceedance event. 

The LLFA requires flow paths of floodwater to be shown on a plan, taking into consideration the design 
finished levels of the hardstanding areas within the site. 

For clarity, this information is required to ensure floodwaters caused either by blockages within the 
drainage system or during rainfall events greater than the design 1 in 100 year (plus CC) do not cause 
significant flooding to existing or proposed buildings both on- and off- site. 

Consequently, Condition 10 cannot be discharged until this information is submitted to the LPA.
