Assessment

Condition 7 — Drainage

4. Before development commences a detailed design scheme detailing
surface water and land drainage, (including agreed discharge rates with the
LLFA indirectly or directly to watercourse, attenuation for the critical 1 in 100
rainfall event, with an additional allowance for climate change, blockage
scenarios and exceedance events on drainage infrastructure and surface
water run-off pre and post development between the development and the
surrounding area, attenuation construction details / design, plans and
longitudinal sections, hydraulic calculations, phasing of drainage provision,
where appropriate) shall have been submitted to and approved in writing by
the Local Planning Authority. The scheme shall include a risk assessment and
method statement, in accordance with CDM Regulations 2015, for access to
and into the attenuation structure, and an itinerary of maintenance tasks with
schedules. The development shall not be brought into use until such approved
drainage scheme has been provided on the site to serve the development or
each agreed phasing of the development and retained thereafter.

Reason: In the interest of providing a satisfactory surface water drainage
scheme which does not detrimentally impact on the site, future occupiers, or
the water environment, in accordance with Policy 28 of the Kirklees Local
Plan and Chapter 14 of the National Planning Policy Framework. This
precommencement condition is necessary to ensure drainage details are
agreed and are incorporated into the development at an appropriate stage.

Assessment of Condition 4

In support of condition 4 the applicant submitted:

e A proposed surface water drainage strategy
e 1in 100 year plus 30% micro drainage sheet

e Percolation test results

The condition states that before development commences a detailed design
scheme detailing the following shall have been submitted to and approved in
writing by the Local Planning Authority:

e agreed discharge rates with the LLFA indirectly or directly to
watercourse



e attenuation for the critical 1 in 100 rainfall event, with an additional
allowance for climate change

e Dblockage scenarios and exceedance events on drainage infrastructure
and surface water run-off pre and post development between the
development and the surrounding area

e attenuation construction details / design, plans and longitudinal
sections

e hydraulic calculations, phasing of drainage provision, where
appropriate

The scheme shall include a risk assessment and method statement, in
accordance with CDM Regulations 2015, for access to and into the
attenuation structure, and an itinerary of maintenance tasks with schedules.

The site is not within a flood risk zone or a critical drainage area. The
submitted documents show that the infiltration test results are within
expectations for a small development and the MicroDrainage calculations
show no flooding for the critical 1 in 100 year (plus 30% climate change
allowance) storm as evidenced. The column headed “Flood Volume” on the
second page shows as zero for the various winter storm durations.

The Councils LLFA officers were informally consulted about the application
and whilst they advised they cannot formally discharge the condition (as they
were not formally consulted on the original scheme) they raised no concerns
with the submission.

The submitted detail is considered to constitute the risk assessment / method
statement as it calculates risk of flooding and shows the method of drainage.

In conclusion, it is considered that the proposed drainage arrangements
would, in these circumstances, be acceptable for the site and for this
development, and can be approved. It is therefore recommended that the
condition is discharged.

Decision Notice Text

Condition 4 — Drainage

The following has been submitted:

e A proposed surface water drainage strategy
e 1in 100 year plus 30% micro drainage sheet

e Percolation test results



The scheme submitted for the discharge of condition no.4 is considered to be
acceptable and this condition is therefore discharged. It is a requirement of
this condition that the development is not brought into use until the scheme
approved by this condition has been provided on the site to serve the
development which is then required to be retained thereafter.
