We object to the planning application due to the following;
1. Increased traffic volume and flow with access to a fast narrow road below a blind
corner increases risk of accidents and danger to life.
2. Impact of increased traffic to an already busy village with very limited parking
available.
3. Increased air pollution due to increase of cars, building works 
and open cast mining.
4. Increased noise pollution due to volume of cars, building works and open cast
mining.
5. Impact on local schools, with less than £60,000 donation would have minimal impact
and does not outweigh the effect.
6. Impact on local GP services that already struggle to provide services to the local
population. This is unlikely to be mitigated by employing more GPs into practices due
to poor uptake of training for these services and poor retention due to the stresses of
the profession.
7. Impact on local Dental services as per above comment.
8. Due to other building developments the village continues to grow and is losing its
feeling of community. This will be further impacted by yet another development.
9. The local green spaces are reducing and this can impact on the mental health of
local residents.
