Waste Water 

If planning permission is to be granted, the following conditions should be attached in order 
to protect the local aquatic environment and Yorkshire Water infrastructure: 

The site shall be developed with separate systems of drainage for foul and surface water 
on and off site.  The separate systems should extend to the points of discharge to be 
agreed. 
(In the interest of satisfactory and sustainable drainage) 
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No piped discharge of surface water from the application site shall take place until works 
to provide a satisfactory outfall, other than the existing local public sewerage, for surface 
water have been completed in accordance with details submitted to and approved by 
the Local Planning Authority. 
(To ensure that the site is properly drained and in order to prevent overloading, surface 
water is not discharged to the public sewer network) 

1.) It is noted from the submitted planning application that surface water is proposed to be 
drained to soakaway - Yorkshire Water fully endorses this means of surface water disposal.
