Just a reminder to other citizens interested in this matter.

I have entered my objection and appeals to both House of Commons Parliament
petition & escalation to The King Charles III from Kirklees Jurisdiction. 

The Local authorities (petitions)regulations 2010 stated that planning issues are not to
be regarded as local matters, so there is no true reason for House of Commons to
reject appeal to the House of Commons. I submitted petition 714802 for permanent
protection. I have informed Holmfirth MP Paul Davies as he is on the petition committee
so i am trying to get an appointment with him. As petition committee member.

Do note, that as i have asked to invoke guardianship by "interest" in future ownership
"as is" without any more changes.. anyone can do this, if you want to protect the site.

Notice that in the actual planning application details in this form, the council don't
mention anything about the "Scheduled Monument "status of the site in question that
the application is within.

you should research "The Ancient Monuments and Archaeological sites Act 1979. and
use the reference number 1005806 which is the castle Hill land.

You want to be looking at "Guardianship" as everyone has a right to 24hr 7 day
occupation. as public asset. it was scheduled in 1936

So please do also express desire for intention and desire for future ownership without
any more modifications. As just the interest and intent is enough.

In Wales & Scotland they have "Scheduled Monument Enforcement notice" that they
need to inform the Secretary of State about

So anyone who wishes to support protection should also express interest in future
ownership and want to use the guardian of monument powers.

I also complained about the Malicious damage to the listed building and have made a
case to West Yorkshire Police for a legal basis through criminal damage act 1971
