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objection to the new proposed planning application of a hotel/restaurant/cafe/exhibition
room/wc/terrace and car parking on the castle hill site.
As a resident living close to this historic site for many years i am against the erection of
this modern building/hotel on top of an ancient hill fort. It stands proudly over
huddersfield and can be seen for miles, other hill forts in the country are respected and
cared for and not ruined by buildings. The jubilee tower is enough and enhances the
hill from afar.
The area is enjoyed by walkers, dog walkers, kite flyers and families and that is how it
should be. There is also an abundance of wildlife which i enjoy seeing on my walks as
do many others which i worry would be affected.
The noise pollution would also be a concern from this proposed building as we can
sometimes hear people just having a conversation on the hill when we are in the
garden, so i'm sure this would be amplified two fold if a hotel and restaurant was in
operation till late into the night, as it is at the moment the barriers installed at the
bottom of the road are very effective and the hill is quiet.
Other concerns are the already busy country roads that are very narrow in places
surrounding castle hill and further build up of traffic would be damaging to these roads
as well as dangerous.
