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This Design, Access and Heritage Statement has been
prepared on behalf of Mr. & Mrs. Martin, in support of a
Householder & Listed Building Planning Application to
Kirklees Council seeking approval for the erection of a
garden wall and gate within the grounds of an existing
Grade Il listed building 32 Station Road’

This statement describes the matters considered in the
design and the preparation of the listed building
householder planning application. It should be read in
conjunction with the drawings and other associated
supporting documents.

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LOCATION

2.1 32 Station Road is located in Shepley, Huddersfield.

2.2 32 Station Road, Shepley, is located on the northern
edge of the Shepley Conservation Area. (Extract
adjacent)

CONTEXT

3.1  The garden wall and gate were erected May 2023 and
the applicant did not apply for householder and listed
building consent at the time.

3.2 The purpose of the garden wall and gate is to provide the
dwelling occupiers with much needed privacy, security
and safety.

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EXISTING & PROPOSALS

4.1 There previously was no wall or gate and the existing
driveway was open which led to safety, security and
privacy issues for the dwelling occupier and their family.
(Refer to existing site plan drawing)

4.2 The applicant erected the wall and gate in May 2023

4.3 The wall is 300mm wide and a max 1.881m high at its
highest point. (Refer to drawing for further information)

4.4 The double swing timber boarded gate is 3.6m wide

4.5 The stonework has been dressed with ashlar stone
copings to the top and quoins to the corners and edges.

4.6  The walls and gate provide much needed security for the
family as it allows their young family to fully utilize the
existing garden area with less worry of children being
able to freely access Station Road.

4.7  The walls and gate also provide much needed security
for potential burglary and theft of their vehicles when
parked on the driveway outside of the home.
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HERITAGE STATEMENT
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32 Station Road is a Grade Il listed building, listing entry
number 1135346

(The full Official Listing correct at the time of writing can be
found in Appendix B)

32 Station Road is also within the Shepley Conservation
Area. (No appraisal available)

HERITAGE ASSET & SIGNIFICANCE

32 Station Road is a cottage that is attached to Shepley
Hall (No. 30) which is also a Grade Il Listed Building.
Both dwellings are registered under the same listing on
Historic England list entry 1135346.

32 Station Road is set within its own grounds, garden
and driveway and is accessed off Station Road, sharing
a driveway with 32A Station Road.

No’s 30 & 32 Station Road, date from 1608 but with C19
alterations and recent alterations.

There is 2no. single storey extensions both the north and
south sides of the original host dwelling which have both
previously obtained planning approvals. (Refer to
Relevant Planning History below and Appendix C for
further information)

Internally within the dwelling, ground and first floor walls
are a mixture of stone and modern timber stud partitions
with a plaster / plasterboard and skim finish. The roof to
the original dwelling and latter extensions stone slate.

The ground floor areas have exposed beams and ornate
decorative plasterwork, which from the Historic England
list entry states:

“No. 32 has good original plaster frieze of affronted
mermaids. The ceiling is divided by a partition but has
mouldings with circles with central motif and squares with
Tudor rose. Also fleur-de-lys and date 1609. The centre
part has gone”

The proposals do not affect the setting of the Grade Il
Listed Building or Shepley Conservation Area.

There is no alterations or damage to the existing fabric of
the Grade Il Listed Building.

The location of garden walls and gate are situated away
from the listed building. They can also be seen as being
more aesthetically pleasing as some of the other
adjacent boundary walls.

We believe that the natural coursed stone wall and
timber gate is sensitive towards and will not adversely
harm the character of 32 Station Road.

The proposals will have a positive impact on 32 Station
Road, allowing the existing house and garden to become
more secure and safer for the dwelling occupier.

The wall was built for security and safety purposes.
Protecting their family and young children while making
use of the garden and preventing unwanted access to
and from Station Road, which can be a busy road at
times.

Natural coursed stone with ashlar quoins and copings to
match the existing dwelling house and other adjacent
garden walls means there is no contrasting materials.
