The proposals are for a small extension to the existing outbuilding. The existing
dwelling and outbuildings are subject to smart energy metering.

N/A - Given the small scale nature of the extension and use of the outbuilding.

The proposals are for the extension of the existing building. Windows are proposed to all
elevations and as such will insofar as possible for a minor householder extension, maximise
solar gain, natural light and ventilation. Materials will match the existing building (comprising
stone and tiles) which have a high thermal mass and will absorb heat during the day and
release it slowly.

The site (to be extended) lies within Flood Zone 1 and within an area subject to a
‘Very Low' Risk of Surface Water Flooding. Finished floor levels will match the
existing building and the existing drainage systems will be utilised.

There are no changes to the existing outbuilding in respect (has an existing
kitchenette).
