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This is a re-consultation for the discharge of conditions application for the discharge of conditions 6, 7,
9, 13 and 14 of previous permission 23/93782.

This re-consultation response is only for the discharge of the highways aspects of condition 7 (CTMP)
and relates to additional information submitted by the applicant.

Condition 7
Prior to the commencement of development hereby approved (including internal ground works), a
Construction Transport Management Plan (CTMP) shall be submitted to and
approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The CTMP shall include details of:

the point of access for construction traffic,

details of the times of use of the access

the numbers and size of vehicles expected to access the site,

the routing of construction traffic to and from the site,

construction workers and delivery parking facilities,

the location of materials storage and site facilities,

the use of traffic management/banksman for large deliveries, and the

provision, use and retention of adequate wheel washing facilities within the site and the means

of removal of mud and debris from the highway/footway.
The development shall be carried out strictly in accordance with the CTMP so approved throughout the
period of construction and no change there from shall take place without the prior written consent of the
Local Planning Authority.
Reason: In the interests of amenity, to ensure the highway is not obstructed and in the interests of
highway safety to accord with Policies LP21, LP24 and LP52 of the Kirklees Local Plan.
This pre-commencement condition is necessary to ensure measures to avoid obstruction to the wider
highway network, to avoid increased risks to highway safety,and to prevent or minimise amenity
impacts are devised and agreed at an appropriate stage of the development process.

The initial DoC application was accompanied with a Construction Management Transport Plan from
Carbon Investment and this re-consultation relates to additional information submitted by the applicant
in the form of a revised site layout drawing “Diagram FS1 — Footway, Hoarding, Compounds,
Scaffolding and Materials Storage”.

The submitted CMTP includes drawing “Deliver and Contractor Routes” and this shows the delivery
routes to the site and the contractor parking on the nearby NCP car park on Colne Road and both are
acceptable, although it should be noted that the NCP car park may not be able to guarantee spaces will
be available during busy times.

The revised site layout drawing (Diagram FS1) now shows that there will be no temporary closures of
the footway or parts of the highway on Firth Street and Kingsbridge Road, with the compound
hoardings being moved closer to the building on Firth Street to maintain pedestrian access along the
footway and with a protected scaffold walkway along the site frontage on Kingsbridge Road.

This will still require licences for scaffolding oversailing the highway (footway), the suspension of
parking bays and a temporary occupation licence for the section of compound that occupies
Kingsbridge Road. The additional information indicates that all required licenses will be sought from
the Council and Local Highway Authority and that copies of these will be submitted to the LPA upon
receipt.
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The drawing still appears to show some occupation of Kingsbridge Road for deliveries and materials
and this may still require some temporary traffic management and signing, including advanced signing
on Firth Street warning of the narrowing of Kingsbridge Street. This should be done to standards
provided within Chapter 8 of the Traffic Signs Manual “Traffic Safety Measures and Signs for Road
Works and Temporary Situations”. At the point of the narrowing, Kingsbridge Road is a two-lane one-
way road and so any safety impacts of the temporary narrowing will be limited.

With these additions we now consider the information provided for the Construction Traffic
Management Plan to be sufficient for the discharge of Condition 7 of previous permission 23/93782.
