All lighting will be changed ultra low current energy efficient led fittings

The existing combi boiler is an A rated and will be maintained as primary heat
source. All habitable rooms have original / period style solid fuel burners.
Heating will thermostatically controlled locally to every room

Matching materials supplied for internal partitions or specialist fittings will be
sourced as local as possible

Windows and low profile heritage rooflights will be A rated and have heritage style
thinccljoluble glazing. New windows will improve the heat loss of the old single glazed
modules.

The development is not in a known flood risk area in terms of nearby rivers or water

issues.

The developments floor level is a minimum of 150mm above outside ground level.
Surface water will run to existing drain runs and gulleys. Gutters and pipes will be
cleaned to improve flow and reduce damage to the building.

The proposed development will have a new wc and sink, these appliances will have
a low flush cistern and spray taps respectively to reduce water use. A shower will
be installed instead of the existing bath which should reduce water usage.

Plants and shrubs around the building will be maintained except directly by the
house. A mature fire tree will be removed to allow for parking. The small changes
will have a minimal effect on biodiversity as the dwelling is surrounded by extensive
trees and shrubs that are protected.
