The area, as outlined on the location map in red, shows a 3yards wide lane with a steep gradient.

   The original intention of this lane was for residents to use, to access the rear of their properties. It serves 4 dwelling houses. There was a 
children's playground situated at the back of the houses. This was used by the adjacent school and was accessed via some steps from the 
main Huddersfield Road. Once the playground stop been used, the new owners started parking their cars on the playground. This activity has 
continued and grown in intensity, unchecked. The neighbouring building can only access this parking by using the lane. The "car park" is now 
used by all the businesses that are resident in the neighbouring property. This includes commercial business's, a play group, storage facilities 
plus a small amount of educational activity. The lane is also the sole pedestrian entrance to access the lift, at the rear of the neighbours 
property. It is therefore the route that all the mothers with prams take, to access the top floor playgroup. We measured the number of vehicles 
using the lane, in 2023 using cctv. there were in excess of ninety trips, daily. This will increase as business increases next door.

 The LPA have recently granted planning permission, for 140 Huddersfield Road to use the old playground as car parking for their premises 
(2023/93106, 2024/91391, 2024/91458) .I can therefore assume, as the lane is the only access, that adequate checks have been made with 
regards to safety.

 However, there has been no provision put in place to improve safety on the lane within this application. The only action that the LPA have 
carried out, on the lane, is to remove it from the planning application entirely.

We therefore would like, in writing, confirmation that the LPA deems the lane safe. We expect that you will provide, this with a full explanation 
as to how it fits within the remit of the councils current planning policies. 

 We have not had an adequate response to any of our concerns.

 These included;

1, There is no safe pedestrian route on the lane,

2, There are bins at the top of the lane that reduce, already poor visibility.

3, There is no limit to the number of vehicles or pedestrians that can use the lane.

4, There is no provision for repairing or maintaining the surface. The surface has been badly damaged through excessive use and is skiddy.

5, There is no safe crossing area, for pedestrians at the bottom of the lane.

6, There are no "keep clear" markings on the main road, at the top of the lane.

7, There are no warning signs for pedestrians on the foot path, to take care when crossing the top of the lane.
