	Q1 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce the energy demand associated with your proposed development beyond the minimum required in Building Regulations See section 2Row1: New kitchen will be installed as part of the extension with new white goods, and energy efficient appliances will be installed. Existing boiler will be replaced by more energy efficient system boiler. The new design enables easier access to the garden to promote use of air drying washing.
	Q2 What measures have beenwill be taken to limit the carbon consumed through the implementation and construction processes eg by reusing existing onsite materials or sourcing materials locally See section 3Row1: Internal walls to be constructed from sustainable timber rather than blockwork. Existing home composting system will be retained. The site has sufficient outdoor space for storing separated waste for recycling.
	Q4 What measures have beenwill be taken to ensure the building design and layout has been optimised to energy efficiency beyond the minimum requirements in Part L of the Building Regulations  See section 5Row1: The layout has been designed to move the kitchen family diner which is a well used room to the south, and the garage from the south to the north which will provide a thermal buffer. Associated with this layout is additional glazing on the south facing elevation, and no windows have been added to the north facing elevation. A roof light has been incorporated in the extension which will provide natural light to the landing which currently requires a light to be used in the day. 
	Q5 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce potential impacts of flooding associated with your proposed development See section 6Row1: Driveway drainage will be managed through a channel drain (aco or similar) into on an onsite soakaway. Water storage bunds will be used with the rain water pipes to provide water for the garden. the site already has an established garden.
