While | understand the need for more housing, this particular development raises a lot
of concerns.

The plot in question is notably small, and accommodating three dwellings on it would
result in overcrowding. The land is not sufficient in size to support three homes. They’d
be compromising on space, privacy etc even though they are three story properties.
The proposed development would negatively affect the character and aesthetic of the
neighbourhood, potentially reducing property values. Especially considering the height
of these new homes. This could really affect neighbouring houses specifically those
directly across and the bungalow right next to it. I'm concerned the physical
appearance of the houses will not fit in with the street and will essentially stand out in a
negative way.
