Bamforths mill itself has, to a point been renovated on the exterior, but nothing has been done with
the inside for almost a decade! (exterior works still ongoing) with no Tennant/s or business internally
its a shell/storage facility if nothing else for the proposer..... it has a blue plaque status so something
further should be done with it, so rather than building something, why not use something that is
already there? and it wont impact neighbours, wildlife, and other factors.
