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Dear all, I would like to object to plans not yet even passed regarding the retaining wall
being build directly behind houses on Clare Road (Quarry Road side of the site) This
massive construction has not been available on the portal to even object until recently!
This makes me feel like this is an oversight or done to keep the fact from the public
until it's too late! Well here is my objection.

Our houses that are only 8-11 meters away will have an enormous construction of 4.65
approximately straight behind our houses! This needs planning permission!

If ground levels are being raised that means the houses will shadow ours! Has no
consideration been taken into account for local residents who live across from the
site?

This needs looking into as a matter of urgency! My garden as well as others in the area
have been testing positive since June for white and brown asbestos in dust! This site
simply hasn’t been run as it should! We have had an 18 week battle so far, to then find
out this is happening or planned to happen is just another way that feels like local
residents are just being brushed aside! Houses should blend with the surroundings not
cause life changing loss of quality of life! It seems zero consideration has been given
during planning and progress of the site!

Please can this be looked into as a matter of urgency
