Dear Farzana, 

I am a resident of Clare Road, which directly backs onto the Westgate, Cleckheaton site. I wish to 
register my objection to the proposed retaining wall and fence that is subject to the current planning 
application. 

My concerns are as follows: 

Scale and proximity: The proposed structure will be situated only 11 metres from my home. With a 
retaining wall of 2.65m in height and a further 2m fence on top, the total height will exceed 4.65m, 
creating an excessively dominant and overbearing boundary feature. 

Loss of sunlight: At this scale and distance, the wall and fence will significantly reduce the natural 
light reaching my property and garden, causing an unacceptable loss of amenity. 

Loss of privacy: The additional fence height will remove all privacy from my property, particularly in 
my garden, which is currently an important aspect of enjoying my home. 

Impact on character of the area: Such a tall, intrusive boundary treatment is out of keeping with the 
surrounding residential setting and would set a harmful precedent. 

I respectfully request that the Council refuses approval for this element of the proposal on the 
grounds that it will cause unacceptable harm to residential amenity through overshadowing, loss of 
light, and loss of privacy.
