| am objecting to the retaining wall submission because, in its current form, it does not demonstrate an
adequate level of structural safety. The updated documents now propose a lower-grade concrete, despite
earlier information indicating that a higher-strength, sulphate-resistant mix would be required given the
ground conditions along this boundary.

My property is located only a few metres from the proposed wall, meaning any structural inadequacy
would have a direct impact on my home and neighbours. If the concrete specification is unsuitable and the
wall experiences distress or failure, the resulting movement could affect the neighbouring houses. This
level of risk to residents is unacceptable.

Until a design is provided that specifies the correct concrete class for the identified ground conditions,
includes a proper assessment of risks to existing properties and demonstrates that the wall cannot fail
towards the occupied homes, | must continue to object to this application.
