Onsite habitats and species 
The site is within 200m of priority habitats, including ancient woodland, and a watercourse. 
Having reviewed the application, and the structural survey – which has a number of detailed photographs of 
the building – I do see a number of potential features for bat roosting. As a result, I do recommend a 
Preliminary Bat Roost assessment – though I would recommend to the ecologist to be mindful of going inside 
the building as it may not be structurally sound.  
Reason: In the interests of biodiversity and in accordance with LP30 and NPPF15. 

BNG 
The proposed work appears to be remining within the blueprint of the original building. Therefore, de minimis 
would apply and BNG would be exempt from this application as set out in Schedule 7A of the Town and 
Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended).
