Condition 10 (equipment and installations)

10. Other than where indicated on the drawings hereby approved, no
railings, edge protection installations, flues, vents, wind turbines, plant,
plant enclosures, lift overruns, aerials, dishes and/or CCTV cameras or
related equipment and installations shall be located on or fixed to any
roof of the development hereby approved. Should any such equipment
or installations be considered necessary, details of these shall be
submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.
Thereafter the development shall be completed in accordance with the
details so approved.

Reason: In the interests of visual amenity, to accord with Policy LP24 of
the Kirklees Local Plan

Officers initially advised that the proposed fixed guardrail would not be
acceptable due to the negative visual impact to the roofline of the approved
building. A foldable guardrail would be acceptable as approved on phase 1 of
the development with a strategy for the use of the railings, to avoid ‘clutter’ on
the roof that would detract from the otherwise high quality of architecture of the
building (and others in the campus), in the interest of visual amenity.

In response, the applicant submitted a ‘roof handrail planning note’ which
summaries the necessity of the proposed fixed (i.e., always up) handrail design
as follows:

e Building Regulations Part L Compliance — installing a temporary /
folding handrail would directly impact the Part L Compliance due to
the reduced area for PV.

e Energy Performance (EPC A) — as above a reduction in PV would
impact the EPC.

e Functionality, configuration and safety of maintaining roof plant — a
fixed handrail solution best meets the Hierarchy of Control, and
mitigates the risks to ALARP.

e Alignment with CDM 2015 principles — as above risks are reduced to
ALARP.

e Meeting Local Authority and University sustainability aspirations by
maximising PV via a fixed handrail.

While officer’s preference for a folding solution remains for the reasons given
above, on balance, officers are comfortable for the reasoning for the fixed roof
handrails. To limit the impact of the proposed metal handrail on the visual
amenity of the building and aesthetic of the roofline, it was requested that the
handrails be finished to match the polyester powder-coated aluminium cladding
(“Steel bronze 1” colour, ref: Y2206F) used in the two Southgate campus
buildings.

The applicant proposed for the handrails to be applied with a specialist paint
finish on site by Kier’s decorator using paint colour RAL 7008 to match the
Louvres on two Southgate campus building. A sample photograph was
submitted which shows a very close matching of the proposed colour samples
which would, on balance, be considered acceptable.

Summary

Officers have reviewed the submitted documents against the requirements of
condition 10. Based on the amended details submitted and above assessment,
the proposed handrailing with steel bronze finish would, on balance, be
considered acceptable to maintain the visual amenity of the building and health
and safety of future users and is recommended to be approved.

The condition’s ongoing requirement is recommended to be noted for the
applicant, alongside a reminder that the condition relates to any and all ‘railings,
edge protection installations, flues, vents, wind turbines, plant, plant



enclosures, lift overruns, aerials, dishes and/or CCTV cameras or related
equipment and installations’, should additional such equipment be required.

required, subsequent discharges of condition 10 may be required.
