1. The development hereby permitted shall be begun within three years of the date of
this permission.

Reason: Pursuant to the requirements of Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning
Act 1990.



2. The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in complete accordance with
the documents in the plans and specifications schedule listed in this decision notice,
except as may be specified in the conditions attached to this permission, which shall in
all cases take precedence.

Reason: For the avoidance of doubt as to what is being permitted and to ensure the
development is carried out to an appropriate quality standard of design and to accord
with Policies LP9, LP20, LP21, LP22, LP24, LP28, LP30, LP31, LP32, LP34, LP35,
LP47, LP51, LP52 and LP53 of the Kirklees Local Plan.

3. All references in this decision notice to ‘Demolition’ and/or ‘Demolition Work(s)' shall
not include the works which are identified and defined in the document ‘Internal Soft
Strip Specification — Section 3, January 2026, Revision A’.

Reason: For clarity and the avoidance of doubt as to the definition of the term
‘Demolition’ for the purposes of this permission.

4. Prior to any demolition commencing, building recordings of buildings B, C, D1, E and
G, as identified on Location Plan drawing number: 1908 65 Rev H, shall be undertaken
in accordance with the details contained within the document titled “Turnbridge Mills,
Quay Street, Huddersfield: Written scheme of investigation for recording buildings B, C,
D1, E and G’. Reporting of the works undertaken shall thereafter be undertaken in
accordance with section 3 of the aforementioned document.

Reason: To secure and safeguard provision for the inspection and recording of items,
fabric and matters of architectural and historic interest and importance associated with
the buildings that would be lost as a result of the proposed development, and to accord
with Policy LP35 of the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapter 16 of the National Planning
Policy Framework.

This pre-commencement condition is necessary to ensure that the scheme of building
recording for each Building is carried out and completed before that Building is
demolished.

5. No Demolition Works shall commence on Building B, Building C, Building D1,
Building E or Building G until all building recording for that respective Building has been
carried out and completed in accordance with the building recording scheme approved
under Condition 4 of this permission, and until the following have been submitted to and
approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority:

e The results of the building recording which has been carried out; and

e Confirmation that the results of the building recording have been deposited with

the West Yorkshire Historic Environment Record.

This pre-commencement condition is necessary to ensure that the scheme of building
recording for each Building is carried out and completed before that Building is
demolished.

6. No works shall be carried out to Building D, including dismantling or demolition, until
building recording of Building D has been carried out and completed in accordance with
the details contained within the document ‘Written Scheme of Investigation for an
archaeological photographic record of Building D (engine house)’, prepared by Stephen
Haigh and dated 13/01/2026, and until confirmation that the results have been
submitted to the Historic Environment Record and any other relevant bodies, as
specified in the Written Scheme of Investigation, has been submitted to and approved in
writing by the Local Planning Authority. For the avoidance of doubt, references within
this condition to Building D refers to Building D as identified on Location Plan drawing
number: 1908 65 Rev H.

Reason: To secure and safeguard provision for the inspection and recording of items,
fabric and matters of historic and/or archaeological interest and importance associated
with Building D that may be affected as a result of the proposed development/works,
and to accord with Policy LP35 of the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapter 16 of the
National Planning Policy Framework.

7. No Demolition Works shall commence on Building B or Building C until detailed
Method Statements for the demolition of Building B and Building C have been submitted
to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. All Demolition Works shall be
carried out in complete accordance with the Method Statements thereby approved. For
the avoidance of doubt, references within this condition to Building B and Building C
refer to Building B and Building C as identified on Location Plan drawing number: 1908
65 Rev H. For the avoidance of doubt, for the purposes of this condition, ‘Demolition
Works’ shall not include those works which are defined in the ‘Schedule of non-
demolition works’ approved pursuant to Condition 3 of this permission.

Reason: To ensure that demolition works are carried out appropriately and to protect
the character and fabric of retained buildings, in accordance with Policy LP35 of the
Kirklees Local Plan and Chapter 16 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

This pre-commencement condition is necessary to ensure that relevant measures are
considered, devised and approved at an appropriate stage of the development process,
prior to the demolition of the relevant buildings.

8. No Demolition Works shall commence on Building B or Building C until a Method
Statement for works likely to affect the grade Il listed chimney within the site (‘Chimney
at SE 14942 16846’) during the demolition and construction phase of the development
hereby permitted has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning
Authority. The Method Statement (demolition and construction phase) shall include, but
shall not necessarily be limited to, the following:

e A detailed structural report on the chimney, including analysis of how the
removal/demolition of surrounding buildings may affect its stability and details of
any mitigation or remediation measures necessary to ensure the future stability of
the chimney;

This pre-commencement condition is necessary to ensure that relevant measures are
considered, devised and approved at an appropriate stage of the development process,
prior to any demolition or other works being carried out which may affect the listed
chimney.

9. No works above ground level shall commence until details of any new walls and/or
other structures which are to be constructed adjacent to the grade Il listed chimney
within the site (‘Chimney at SE 14942 16846’), and a method statement including details
of how such walls and/or structures would be constructed to prevent damage to the
listed chimney, have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning
Authority. The development, including the construction of any such walls and/or
structures, shall be carried out in complete accordance with the details thereby
approved.

Reason: To ensure the protection of the grade Il listed chimney during the development
and following its completion, in accordance with Policy LP35 of the Kirklees Local Plan
and Chapter 16 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

10. No part of the development shall be first occupied or brought into use until details of
measures to protect the grade Il listed chimney within the site (‘Chimney at SE 14942
16846’) following the completion and occupation of the development have been
submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The submitted
information shall include, but shall not necessarily be limited to, details of measures to
protect the chimney from vehicles entering, leaving and using the adjacent service yard
proposed as part of the development (as shown on Proposed Site Plan drawing 1908
205 Rev F). The development shall thereafter be carried out in accordance with the
details thereby approved. No part of the development shall be first occupied or brought
into use until all protection measures have been fully installed in accordance with the
details thereby approved. Those protection measures shall thereafter be retained in
accordance with the details thereby approved.

12. No works shall commence on the re-cladding of the southern fagade of Building A
until details and samples of all materials to be used for the re-cladding of the southern
fagcade of Building A have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local
Planning Authority. The submitted information shall include details of the proposed
cladding materials and colours. Samples of the materials shall be made available on site
for inspection by the Local Planning Authority, which shall be notified in writing of their
availability for viewing on site. The development shall then only be constructed using the
materials thereby approved, and shall be retained as such thereafter. For the avoidance
of doubt, references within this condition to Building A refer to Building A as identified on
Location Plan drawing number: 1908 65 Rev H.

Reason: To ensure a high quality development with regard to urban design, the
character of the townscape and the settings of nearby listed buildings and the nearby
scheduled monument, in accordance with Policies LP24 and LP35 of the Kirklees Local
Plan and Chapters 12 and 16 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

13. No works shall commence on the external walls or roof of Building D, with the
exception of works to stabilise Building D, until details and samples of all external
materials to be used in any repairs to, or making good of existing stonework to the
external walls of Building D and/or to the roof of Building D have been submitted to and
approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The materials shall include the re-
use of walling and roofing materials from the demolition of existing buildings within the
site. For any new or reclaimed materials which are proposed to be imported to the site
for the development (i.e. any proposed materials which are not from the demolition of
existing buildings within the site), samples of those materials shall be made available on
site for inspection by the Local Planning Authority, which shall be notified in writing of
their availability for viewing on site. The development shall then only be constructed
using the materials thereby approved, and shall be retained as such thereafter. For the



avoidance of doubt, references within this condition to Building D refer to Building D as
identified on Location Plan drawing number: 1908 65 Rev H.

Reason: To ensure a high quality development with regard to urban design, the
character of the townscape and the settings of nearby listed buildings and the nearby
scheduled monument, in accordance with Policies LP24 and LP35 of the Kirklees Local
Plan and Chapters 12 and 16 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

14. Notwithstanding the submitted details, no works above ground level shall commence
on the construction of the electricity substation hereby permitted, as shown on Proposed
Site Plan drawing number: 1908 205 Rev F, until details of the design and external
materials of the substation have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local
Planning Authority. The submitted information shall include details and samples of the
proposed external materials of the substation, which shall include the re-use of external
walling materials from the demolition of existing buildings on site. For any new or
reclaimed materials which are proposed to be imported to the site for the development
(i.e. any proposed materials which are not from the demolition of existing buildings
within the site), samples of those materials shall be made available on site for inspection
by the Local Planning Authority, which shall be notified in writing of their availability for
viewing on site. The new electricity substation shall be constructed in complete
accordance with the details and materials thereby approved, and shall be retained as
such thereafter.

Reason: In the interests of visual amenity and in accordance with Policy LP24 of the
Kirklees Local Plan and Chapter 12 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

15. No doors, windows or shutters shall be installed in any of the new buildings hereby
permitted until details of all doors, windows and shutters to the new buildings have been
submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The submitted
information shall include:
e Detailed sections and elevations at a scale of 1:5 in detail and 1:20 in elevation;
and
e Details of the materials and colours of all proposed doors, windows and shutters
to the new buildings.
The development shall be carried out in complete accordance with the details thereby
approved.
Reason: To ensure that the proposed works are of an appropriate specification and
quality, to protect the character and appearance of the site and its surroundings,
including the settings of nearby listed buildings and the nearby scheduled monument, in
accordance with Policies LP24 and LP35 of the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapters 12
and 16 of the National Planning Policy Framework.



16. No new and/or replacement doors and/or windows shall be installed in Building D
until details of any new and/or replacement doors and windows to the retained Building
D have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The
submitted information shall include:
e Detailed sections and elevations at a scale of 1:5 in detail and 1:20 in elevation;
and
e Details of the materials and colours of any new and/or replacement doors and
windows.
The development shall be carried out in complete accordance with the details thereby
approved. For the avoidance of doubt, references within this condition to Building D
refer to Building D as identified on Location Plan drawing number: 1908 65 Rev H.
Reason: To ensure that the proposed works are of an appropriate specification and
quality, to protect the character and appearance of the site and its surroundings,
including the settings of nearby listed buildings and the nearby scheduled monument, in
accordance with Policies LP24 and LP35 of the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapters 12
and 16 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

17. The proposed solar/photovoltaic panels referred to in the submitted Climate Change
Statement (received 23/04/2025) and shown on Proposed Roof Plan drawing number:
1908 209 Rev A shall not be installed until details of the proposed solar/photovoltaic
panels have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.
The submitted information shall include details of the design, dimensions and materials
of the proposed photovoltaic panels and, in the case of any such panels which are to be
fitted to the roof of Building D, the methods of fixing them to the roof of that building. No
part of the development hereby permitted shall be first occupied or brought into use until
the solar/photovoltaic panels have been fully installed in accordance with the details
thereby approved and are operational, and they shall be retained as such thereafter. For
the purposes of this condition, ‘Building D’ refers to Building D as defined on Proposed
Roof Plan drawing number: 1908 209 Rev A.

Reason: To ensure that appropriate sustainability measures are incorporated as part of
the development, and that that the proposed solar/photovoltaic panels are of an
appropriate design and appearance, in the interests of protecting visual amenity,
including the settings of nearby listed buildings and the Turn Bridge scheduled
monument, in accordance with Policies LP24 and LP35 of the Kirklees Local Plan and
Chapters 12, 14 and 16 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

18. No development or groundworks shall commence (other than those required for a
site investigation report) until a Phase Il Intrusive Site Investigation Report by a suitably
competent person has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning
Authority.

Reason: To ensure the safe occupation of the site in accordance with Policy LP53 of
the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapter 15 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

This pre-commencement condition is necessary to ensure that contamination is
identified and suitable remediation measures are agreed at an appropriate stage of the
development process.



19. Where site remediation is recommended in the Phase Il Intrusive Site Investigation
Report approved pursuant to Condition 18 of this permission, no development or further
groundworks shall commence until a Remediation Strategy by a suitably competent
person has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.
The Remediation Strategy shall include a timetable for the implementation and
completion of the approved remediation measures.

Reason: To ensure the safe occupation of the site in accordance with Policy LP53 of
the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapter 15 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

This pre-commencement condition is necessary to ensure that contamination is
identified and suitable remediation measures are agreed at an appropriate stage of the
development process.

20. Remediation of the site shall be carried out and completed in accordance with the
Remediation Strategy approved pursuant to Condition 19 of this permission. In the
event that remediation is unable to proceed in accordance with the approved
Remediation Strategy or contamination not previously considered in either the
Preliminary Risk Assessment or the Phase Il Intrusive Site Investigation Report is
identified or encountered on site, all groundworks in the affected area (except for site
investigation works) shall cease immediately and the Local Planning Authority shall be
notified in writing within two working days. Works shall not recommence until proposed
revisions to the Remediation Strategy have been submitted to and approved in writing
by the Local Planning Authority. Remediation of the site shall thereafter be carried out in
accordance with the approved revised Remediation Strategy.

Reason: To ensure the safe occupation of the site in accordance with Policy LP53 of
the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapter 15 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

21. Following completion of any measures identified in the approved Remediation
Strategy or any approved revised Remediation Strategy, a Verification Report by a
suitably competent person shall be submitted to the Local Planning Authority. No part of
the site shall be brought into use until such time as the remediation measures have
been completed for the site in full accordance with the approved Remediation Strategy
or the approved revised Remediation Strategy and a Verification Report in respect of
those remediation measures has been approved in writing by the Local Planning
Authority.

Reason: To ensure the safe occupation of the site in accordance with Policy LP53 of
the Kirklees Local Plan and chapter 15 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

22. The development hereby permitted shall not be operational, and no activities shall
be carried out at the premises, including deliveries to or dispatches from the premises,
outside the times of 0600-1900 hours Monday to Friday inclusive and 0800-1600 hours
on Saturdays, Sundays and Bank Holidays.

Reason: To protect the amenity of the occupiers of nearby residential properties from
potential noise or disturbance from the proposed development, in accordance with
Policies LP24 and LP52 of the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapters 12 and 15 of the
National Planning Policy Framework.



23. Development shall not commence, other than Demolition, until a detailed scheme for
foul, surface water and land drainage in association with the development hereby
permitted has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning
Authority. The submitted details shall include:
e Agreed discharge rates with the Lead Local Flood Authority indirectly or directly
to watercourse;
e Attenuation for the critical 1 in 100 (plus an allowance for climate change) rainfall
event;
Attenuation construction details/design;
Plans and longitudinal sections;
Hydraulic calculations;
Phasing of drainage provision;
Details of measures to be incorporated to prevent water pollution of the adjacent
canal, including in association with potential hydrocarbons associated with the
proposed service yard and its use by large vehicles;
e A risk assessment and method statement, in accordance with CDM Regulations
2015, for access to and into the attenuation structure; and
¢ A maintenance and management plan for surface water infrastructure;
If discharge to public sewer is proposed, the information shall also include, but not
necessarily be exclusive to:
e Evidence to demonstrate that surface water disposal via infiltration or
watercourse are not reasonably practical,
e Evidence of existing positive drainage to public sewer and the current points of
connection; and
e The means of restricting the discharge to public sewer to the existing rate less a
minimum 50% reduction, based on the existing peak discharge rate during a 1 in
1 year storm event, to allow for climate change.
No part of the development hereby permitted shall be first occupied or brought into use
the drainage scheme for foul, surface water and land drainage has been provided on
site and completed in accordance with the details thereby approved. There shall be no
piped discharge of surface water from the development until all surface water drainage
measures have been completed in accordance with the details thereby approved.
Reason: In the interests of providing satisfactory drainage to serve the development,
including appropriate measures to prevent the pollution of watercourses, in accordance
with Policies LP28 and LP34 of the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapter 14 of the National
Planning Policy Framework.
This pre-commencement condition is necessary to ensure that measure to provide the
necessary drainage infrastructure for the development are devised and approved at an
appropriate stage of the development process.

24. Development shall not commence until details of the proposed demolition and/or
modification of existing building retaining walls abutting Quay Street, together with the
design of any new building retaining walls adjacent to the highway have been submitted
to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The scheme thereby
approved shall be implemented prior to the commencement of the proposed
development and thereafter retained during the lifetime of the development.

Reason: In the interests of highway safety and to ensure that the stability of the
highway is not detrimentally affected by development.



This pre-commencement condition is necessary to ensure that measures to protect the
stability of the highway are satisfactorily addressed, devised and approved at the
appropriate stage of the development process, before any works commence on the
development.

25. No development shall commence, including demolition, until a Construction
Environmental Management Plan (CEMP) has been submitted to and approved in
writing by the Local Planning Authority. The CEMP shall include details of the following:

e The point(s) of access to the site for construction traffic;

Details of the times of use of the access(es);

The numbers and sizes of vehicles expected to access the site;

The routing of construction traffic to and from the site;

Construction workers’ and delivery parking facilities;

The location of materials storage and site facilities;

The use of traffic management/banksmen as necessary for large deliveries;

The provision, use and retention of adequate wheel washing facilities within the
site and the means of removal of mud and debris from the highway/footway;

e A pollution prevention plan for the adjacent canal, including measures to protect
the canal from dust, debris and any run-off from exposed soils during demolition
and construction works;

e Measures to control noise and vibration from all demolition and construction-
related activities, to include details of restrictions on the hours of working on the
site, including the times of deliveries;

e Measures to control dust from all demolition and construction-related activities,
including measures to monitor and record the emissions of dust during
construction;

e Measures for the sustainable disposal of construction waste from the site; and

e A communications plan, detailing the responsible person, their contact details,
and how this will be communicated to local residents and the occupants of
nearby premises, and to the Local Planning Authority.

All demolition and construction works on site shall be carried out in full accordance with
the CEMP thereby approved, which shall be implemented throughout the full duration of
demolition and construction works on site.

Reason: In the interests of highway safety, to protect the water environment from
pollution, to safeguard the amenities of the occupants of nearby properties, and to
ensure the sustainable disposal of construction waste, in accordance with Policies
LP21, LP24, LP34 and LP52 of the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapters 9 and 15 of the
National Planning Policy Framework.

This pre-commencement condition is necessary to ensure that measures to avoid
obstruction to the highway network, avoid increased risks to highway safety, protect the
water environment and prevent or minimise amenity impacts are devised and approved
at an appropriate stage of the development process.



26. No part of the development hereby permitted shall be first occupied or brought into
use until the means of access to and from the site has been fully constructed and
completed in accordance with the details on Preliminary Layout Drawing number:
PRGN-2292-HGN-DR-CH-0001B, and until that approved access has been made
operational. The means of access to and from the site shall thereafter be retained and
maintained in accordance with the details hereby approved for the lifetime of the
development.

Reason: To ensure the free and safe use of the highway, in the interests of highway
safety and in accordance with Policy LP21 of the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapter 9 of
the National Planning Policy Framework.

27. No part of the development hereby permitted shall be first occupied or brought into
use until all car parking areas within the site have been laid out, surfaced, marked out
into bays and drained in accordance with details which shall first have been submitted to
and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. In the event that the
development is proposed to be occupied in phases, no part of the development shall be
first occupied until details of the proposed phasing of the development, including the
phased occupation of the buildings and the provision of parking for each relevant Phase
have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.
Thereafter, no Phase of the development (as defined within those submitted details)
shall be first occupied or brought into use until all car parking areas within the site for
that Phase have been laid out, surfaced, marked out into bays and drained in
accordance with the details thereby approved. The parking shall thereafter be retained
in accordance with the details thereby approved.

28. Notwithstanding the details submitted, no part of the development hereby permitted
shall be first occupied or brought into use until details of facilities for the storage and
parking of cycles for the development, within the site, have been submitted to and
approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The submitted information shall
include details of the design and materials of the proposed cycle storage area/enclosure
and methods for securing cycles within that area. No part of the development hereby
permitted shall be first occupied or brought into use until the cycle storage and parking
facilities for the development have been provided in accordance with the details thereby
approved, and the cycle storage and parking facilities shall be retained as such
thereafter.

Pursuant to article 35 (2) of the Town and Country Planning (Development Management
Procedure) Order 2015 and guidance in the National Planning Policy Framework, the
Local Planning Authority have, where possible, made a pre-application advice service
available, complied with the Kirklees Development Management Charter 2015 and
otherwise actively engaged with the applicant in dealing with the application.

Officers worked proactively with the applicant to address concerns raised throughout the
course of the application. This included, but was not limited to, seeking further
justification for the proposal’s harm to the historic environment. As a result of this
engagement, officers were able to support the proposal and recommend approval to the
Strategic Planning Committee held on 04/12/2025, where members resolved to support
the application.

This application has an associated Listed Building Consent, referenced 2025/91645. By
virtue of an objection from Historic Buildings & Places, one of the National Amenity
Societies, in accordance with the Arrangements for Handling Heritage Applications —
Notification to Historic England and National Amenity Societies and the Secretary of
State (England) Direction 2021, the council as Local Planning Authority were required to
notify the Secretary of State of their intention to support the proposal (following the
committee’s decision).

The Secretary of State confirmed, via letter dated 04/03/2026, that the application was
not to be called in and that it should be ‘determined by the local planning authority’.

For the avoidance of doubt, this application for Planning Permission was not subject to
call in from the Secretary of State. Nevertheless, the issuing of this decision has been
delayed pending the response from the Secretary of State on the associated Listed
Building Consent application 2025/91645.

Details Reserved by Condition

This permission has been granted subject to conditions. Some of the
conditions may require you to submit further details. These conditions
normally contain the wording “submitted to and approved in writing by the
Local Planning Authority”.

Alternatively the forms and
supporting guidance for submitting an application can be found online at
www.kirklees.gov.uk/planning.

This Authority recognises the need to ensure that you are able to develop
the site as effectively and flexibly as possible. However, at the same time it
must ensure that development is in accordance with the terms of the
planning conditions and legal agreement and the expectations of elected
members and local residents set through the decision process.

You should note the triggers for compliance with the conditions of this
planning permission. This Authority is committed to processing
applications to discharge conditions in a timely manner. It is important to
ensure that submissions are made as far in advance of the trigger to allow
time for adequate consultation, discussion and in some circumstances
publicity.

It is important that applications to discharge conditions are accompanied
by sufficient information to enable this Authority and its consultees to fully
consider and determine the proposals. Whilst officers will endeavour to
negotiate solutions, failure to provide a comprehensive submission may
result in delay and refusal of the application.

If you commence work without discharging conditions you are at risk of
enforcement action and invalidating your permission if the planning
condition is a pre commencement condition.




Development within a Coal Mining Area

The proposed development lies within an area that has been defined by the
Mining Remediation Authority as containing coal mining features at surface or
shallow depth. These features may include: mine entries (shafts and adits);
shallow coal workings; geological features (fissures and break lines); mine gas
and former surface mining sites. Although such features are seldom readily
visible, they can often be present and problems can occur, particularly as a result
of new development taking place.

Any form of development over or within the influencing distance of a mine entry
can be dangerous and raises significant land stability and public safety risks. As
a general precautionary principle, the Mining Remediation Authority considers
that the building over or within the influencing distance of a mine entry should be
avoided. In exceptional circumstance where this is unavoidable, expert advice
must be sought to ensure a suitable engineering design which takes account of
all relevant safety and environmental risk factors, including mine gas and mine-
water. Your attention is drawn to the Mining Remediation Authority Policy in
relation to new development and mine entries available at:

Any intrusive activities which disturb or enter any coal seams, coal mine
workings or coal mine entries (shafts and adits) requires a Mining Remediation
Authority Permit. Such activities could include site investigation boreholes,
excavations for foundations, piling activities, other ground works and any
subsequent treatment of coal mine workings and coal mine entries for ground
stability purposes.

In areas where shallow coal seams are present caution should be taken when
carrying out any on site burning or heat focused activities.

If any future development has the potential to encounter coal seams which
require excavating, for example excavation of building foundations, service
trenches, development platforms, earthworks, non-coal mineral operations, an
Incidental Coal Agreement will be required. Further information regarding

Digital Infrastructure: Fibre To The Property (FTTP)

Access to affordable and reliable broadband is necessary for Kirklees’ residents,
businesses, and visitors to take advantage of the growing digital economy and ‘digital by
default’ services. Fibre optic cables direct to a property (FTTP) is the most reliable way
of delivering high speed broadband connectivity and allows for gigabit internet speeds.
Access to high quality digital infrastructure provides the foundations for, amongst other
things:

e Economic prosperity — workforces that are digitally-literate enables business to
thrive.

e Digital literacy — digital literacy and skills increase employability and people can
exploit the internet for transactional, social, entertainment and learning purposes.

e New services — digital delivery can lower costs and provide innovative public and
health services more conveniently.

It is therefore advised that digital infrastructure, including FTTP, and its benefits for the
development be considered from the earliest feasible stage. Methods include working
with Internet Service Providers to install digital infrastructure alongside other utilities or
providing pre-infrastructure allowing for speeder installation at a later date.

Note: The provision of fibre infrastructure is often available from certain
telecommunications providers free of charge for development over a certain scale,
provided that sufficient notice is given. Notice periods are typically at least 12 months
prior to first occupation. In some cases, providers may request a contribution from the
developer.

Note: Where no telecommunications provider has been secured to provide fibre
infrastructure by the time of highway construction, it is advised that additional dedicated
telecommunications ducting is incorporated alongside other utilities to enable the
efficient and cost effective provision of fibre infrastructure in the future.

Where the application has been publicised by notice(s) in the vicinity of the site. It
is respectfully requested that the notice(s) now be removed and responsibly
disposed of to avoid harm to the appearance of the area




Appeals to the Secretary of State

If you are aggrieved by the decision of your local planning authority to
grant it subject to conditions, then you can appeal to the Secretary of State
under section 78 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

If an enforcement notice is served relating to the same or substantially the
same land and development as in your application and if you want to
appeal against your Local Planning Authority’s decision on your
application, then you must do so within:

i) 28 days of the date of service of the enforcement notice, or
i) within the specified period, starting on the date of this notice,

whichever period expires earlier.

If you want to appeal against your Local Planning Authority’s decision then
you must do so within the specified period, starting on the date of this
notice.

The “specified period” is 12 weeks where the development relates to a
“minor commercial application” as defined within the Town and Country
Planning (Development Management Procedure) Order 2010 (as amended),
or 6 months in any other case.

Appeals must be made using a form which you can get from the Secretary
of State at Temple Quay House, 2 The Square, Temple Quay, Bristol BS1
6PN (Tel: 0303 444 5000) or online at
https://www.gov.uk/appeal-planning-decision. Further information on the
Planning Appeal process can be found online at the Planning Inspectorates
website
https://www.gov.uk/government/organisations/planning-inspectorate.

You must use the correct Planning Appeal Form when making your appeal.
If requesting forms from the Planning Inspectorate, please state the type of
application that the appeal relates to so they can send you the appeal form
you require.

The Secretary of State can allow a longer period for giving notice of an
appeal, but he will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there
are special circumstances which excuse the delay in giving notice of
appeal.

The Secretary of State need not consider an appeal if it seems to him that
the local planning authority could not have granted planning permission for
the proposed development or could not have granted it without the
conditions they imposed, having regard to the statutory requirements, to
the provisions of any development order and to any directions given under
a development order.

In practice, the Secretary of State does not refuse to consider appeals
solely because the local planning authority based their decision on a
direction given by him.

Please note, only the applicant possesses the right of appeal.




Purchase Notices

- If either the local planning authority or the Secretary of State refuses
permission to develop land or grants it subject to conditions, the owner
may claim that he can neither put the land to a reasonably beneficial use in
its existing state nor render the land capable of a reasonably beneficial use
by the carrying out of any development which has been or would be
permitted.

In these circumstances, the owner may serve a purchase notice on the Council.

This notice will require the Council to purchase his interest in the land in

accordance with the provisions of Part VI of the Town and Country Planning Act

1990.
