We are applying for a Lawful Development Certificate for the change of use of the premises at 33 Fixby Road, Huddersfield, from its current 
use to that of a Community Centre and Event Premises.


The site has historically been used as a place of worship and for community gatherings, aligning with Use Class F1(f) (places of worship) and 
potentially F2(b) (community halls). We now propose to expand and formalise this role to serve the wider local community in the form of a 
Community Centre that can also host events.


The proposed activities will include:


Educational workshops and training sessions


Meetings for local groups and charities


Cultural and religious events


Community celebrations such as birthdays, anniversaries, and small family functions


Health and wellbeing activities (e.g. fitness classes, mental health sessions)


This use will remain primarily non-commercial and community-focused, ensuring it benefits the local area. The intention is to continue 
operating within the spirit of the building’s historical use, with enhanced flexibility to better serve current community needs.


No external alterations to the building are currently proposed, and the structure remains suitable for these purposes. The site has adequate 
space for safe access and, where needed, parking arrangements can be managed.


We believe this proposed use:


Represents a natural and modest evolution of the property's existing and historic use


Does not constitute a material change of use that would negatively impact the surrounding area


Supports the objectives of local and national planning policies by promoting social cohesion, wellbeing, and community development


On this basis, we respectfully request that the Council issues a Lawful Development Certificate to confirm the use of the premises as a 
Community Centre and Event Premises is lawful.
