Details of the pre-application advice received

"The single storey extension would infill the area between the existing detached garage building and the host dwelling and would have an
overall projection of approx. 5.6m. The enlargement would be of a contemporary design and would be constructed from stone with a dual-
pitched roof finished in standing seam. Given that the extension would be of an appropriate scale and would appear subservient in relation to
the original build, it is considered that the proposed development would not have any significant visual impact on the character and
appearance of the host dwelling and the surrounding area."

"The submitted plans confirm that four roof lights would be installed within the south-facing roof plane of the existing garage building. Given
that the roof lights proposed would be of an appropriate scale and design, they are considered to respect the appearance and character of the
host property and surrounding area."

"The proposal seeks to make alterations to the roof of the existing detached garage building to form a home office/store at first floor level. It is
noted that the overall height of the building would increase by approximately 1.5m and the materials used to undertake the works would match
the appearance of the existing structure. Given that the alterations would be in keeping with the style of the original build, it is considered that
the proposal would be acceptable from a visual amenity perspective."

"The proposed development would not cause any significant harm to the visual amenity of either the host dwelling or the wider street scene,
complying with Policy LP24 of the Kirklees Local Plan (a), KDP 1 & 2 of the House Extensions and Alterations Supplementary Planning
Document and the aims of Chapter 12 of the National Planning Policy Framework."
