My husband & | formally objected to this same application when it was first submitted
prior to being withdrawn a few years ago. Whilst we are not objecting to new homes,
we are objecting to the proposed access to and from the proposed development on
Gynn Lane. Gynn Lane is, as described, a small country lane that will not stand the
additional traffic that will come with the proposed 50 new houses. Nor will it lend itself
to the heavy goods vehicles that will be utilising the lane to build the proposed homes
over a significant period of time causing noise, air pollution and disturbance to
residents. The lane is already overused as a pupil drop off point causing congestion for
residents every weekday morning and afternoon as it is. The proposed entry to the site
is on a narrow part of the lane which is not suitable and | am surprised that 'Highways'
would even consider approving entry at that point or on Gynn Lane at all. The visibility
on the corners is poor. | believe that other residents have already highlighted the
impact on the wildlife in the area including the Rookery, there are also owls, bats,
woodpeckers and deer in the forna to mention but a few. If the only access to the
proposed site is via Gynn Lane then to my mind the proposed development ought to
be rejected by the council as unsuitable and unsafe to say the least. | am sure that if
the developers could come up with an alternative access the application would not be
objected to.
