I strongly object to the application to build 50 dwellings on land off Gynn Lane, Honley,
Holmfirth.
The proposed site has poor access and will come down hill onto a narrow lane with
obscured corners and the entrance to a railway tunnel in close proximity.
There will be a minimum of 100 cars requiring access to this development along with
other delivery services.
During the construction of this site there are parts of Gynn Lane that would be
impossible for lorries to pass each other. During school pick up times there are cars
parked on both sides of the road.
We are already experiencing flooding on Gynn Lane due and extra run off from more
drives would only exacerbate the problem, regardless of what is said about the
attenuation tank.
The new road layout at the bottom of Gynn Lane with parking bays on one side and
cars parking on the other has made it one way traffic to access New Mill Road.
My understanding is that the council has to comply with National Planning Guidance,
and para 181 says, “local planning authorities should ensure that flood risk is not
increased elsewhere”.
The only other way out of Gynn Lane is by Halling Lane (a very narrow single track in
places) lane which is difficult to negotiate with two way traffic.
