Q1: What measures have been/will be taken to reduce the energy demand associated
with your proposed development beyond the minimum required in Building Regulations?

All new kitchen appliances and white goods will be of high energy efficiency. Space will
be maintained in the garden for external clothes drying.

Energy efficient LED lighting will be utilised throughout.

A higher than required level of thermal performance will be specified for the building
envelope.

Solar gains and daylight will be maximised to avoid use of artificial light and heating
where possible.

Q2: What measures have been/will be taken to limit the carbon consumed through the
implementation and construction processes, e.g. by reusing existing on-site materials or
sourcing materials locally? (See section 3)

The proposal will priorities the use of low carbon, bio-based and local materials where possible. Stone
bricks, Yorkshire hemp insulation and Yorkshire sandstone are proposed. A timber frame is proposed and
all steels are specified as reclaimed.

Materials will be hard wearing and robust, reducing the need for repair and replacement.

The building footprint has been minimised to reduce excavation and waste from site and material use.
existing spaces have been reconfigured as a priority over new space.

Timber will be sourced from local suppliers, woodlands and saw mills. All will be minimum FSC certified.

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Solar panels and battery storage are being considered as part of the works.

U-values will be above and beyond Part L requirements for roofs, walls, floors, windows and roof lights.
Roof lights have been introduced into th existing lean-to roof to bing additional daylight into the depth of the plan.
North facing glazing will be triple glazed to improve thermal efficiency.

Some roof lights will be openable to allow ventilation.

Rainwater harvesting will be incorporated with water butts.
All areas of paving will be permeable.
