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1.0 Introduction and background

1.1 The applicant is the owner of Broadyards and Broadyards Cottage.
They currently reside in Broadyards but are wanting to downsize and
move into Broadyards Cottage whilst their son would take over living in
Broadyards.

1.2  They recently applied for a separate dwelling in the grounds of
Broadyards (2024/93234) following a previous planning permission for
a dwelling (2006/95233). The application was withdrawn following
concerns expressed by Planning Officers about impact on the setting of
Broadyards that was considered by them to be a non-designated
heritage asset. Suggestions were made about building a smaller,
ancillary type building but unfortunately this would not meet the

applicant requirements.

1.3  The current proposal involves a first floor side extension to Broadyards
Cottage over the existing conservatory addition, demolition of existing
domestic storage buildings and erection of a side extension, in place of
the storage buildings, with PV panels and alterations to part of

Broadyards roof.
2.0 Planning application

2.1  Planning permission is sought for demolition of two ancillary domestic

buildings, erection of single storey and first floor side extensions to
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2.2

Broadyards Cottage, PV’s on the flat roof of the single storey side

extension and alterations to a small part of Broadyards roof.

The site falls within the Gomersal Conservation Area (CA). As well as
