1.0 Introduction

1.1 Paragon Highway Consultants have been appointed to prepare this Access
Statement in relation to a proposed development of just 3no. detached
dwellings on land served via an unnamed access road off the Bog Green
Lane, Colnebridge, Huddersfield in the district of Kirklees.

1.2 The proposed development site is positioned approximately 320 metres from
the unnamed access roads junction with Bog Green Lane (B6118) in
Colnebridge. The proposed development site is within the administrative
boundary of Kirklees Council.

1.3 The plan at Figure 1 shows the site location in relation to the local highway
network.

1.4 Presently, the application site comprises part of the grounds of The Mansion
House.
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1.5 The site is bound by the unnamed access road to the east, garden land to
the west, residential development to the south and open land and a railway
to the north.

1.6 The development proposals can be found within Appendix A.

1.7 This Access Statement demonstrates that:

- The unnamed access to the site is acceptable to accommodate the low
number of traffic movement associated with the development proposals.

- Efficient and suitable access to the site can be established from the
unnamed access road;

- The trip generations of the proposals will not result in a significant
residual impact upon the private and local transport network.

1.8 The purpose of this Access Statement is to support the current application.
Following this introduction, the Access Statement is organised into the
following sections:

2.0 Existing Situation — examines the current site utilisation and reviews
the local road safety records.

- 3.0 Development Proposals — outlines the proposed development and
provides information pertaining to the site’s proposed access.

- Road Traffic Accidents- examines the current accident data in the local
area.

- Development Proposals — provides information on the current layout
proposals.

- 6.0 Traffic Impact — analyses the potential influence of the development
on local traffic patterns.

- 7.0 Conclusion — contains a summary of the primary findings and
conclusions drawn from the report.
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2.0 Site Description

2.1 The application site comprises part of the large garden of the Mansion
House.
2.2 Currently there is no vehicular access to this part of the garden area from

the unnamed access road.
3.0 Local Highway Network

3.1 The unnamed access road forms a simple priority junction with the B6118
Bog Green Lane. The B6118 is a busy route and connects the A62 Leeds
Road to the north with Wakefield Road (A642) to the south.

3.2 Bog Green Lane is a two-way single carriageway and at the junction with
the site access is subject to a 40-mph speed limit. Street lighting in this
locality is intermittent.

3.3 The layout of the highway at the point of access includes a nearside verge
with a boundary dry stone wall to the rear. There is a footway of varying
widths that runs along the far boundary providing a connection to nearby
settlements and Colnebridge.

3.4 The unnamed access road is surfaced to a good standard with grass verges
of varying widths to both sides. It is a two-way single carriageway and is
unlit. The route serves several dwellings; a sewage works and also a
commercial / farm building. The access has also been utilised as the main
access point for the Transpennine Route upgrade compound which had the
benefit of some 130 or so parking spaces plus compound areas for the
storage of materials. During the works the access was also regularly used
on a daily basis by large commercial hgv’s.
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4.0 Road Traffic Accidents

4.1 The personal injury accident data records have been obtained from the
Crash Map website, which provide police report injury accidents published
by the Department for Transport with data taken from police forces. The
study area includes a considerable section of Bog Green Lane to the north
and south of the application site entrance onto the major road. The search
area is shown below and includes some 420m of public highway. The study
area includes the 5-year period up to December 2024.

4.2 As can be seen from the study area above, there has been just 1no. reported
injury collision during the 5-year period at a location some distance form the
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aforementioned junction. Details of the accident can be found in Figure 3
immediately below and the data in Appendix B:

4.3 Analysis of the collision in the table above suggest that driver error or road
conditions is to blame. The accident data does not indicate a road safety
problem or any trends of significance which would warrant treatment or be
a cause for concern due to a slight change in flows at the junction of the
private access with Big Green Lane.
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5.0 Development Proposals
Proposed Development

5.1 The application is currently under consideration by Kirklees Council —
planning ref: 2025/91638. The application is for the erection of 3no.
detached dwellings. The development proposals can be found at Appendix
A.

Access and Parking Provision

5.2 Access will initially be gained along the private access road serving several
dwellings and commercial premises.

5.3 The access arrangement into the site (dropped verge crossing) will be laid
out to Kirklees Councils current standards.

5.4 The initial 5m of the access will be at least 4.5m in width. The access will be
hardened and sealed for the first 10 metres, with surface water picked up
and discharged to a soakaway before reaching the private access. Any gates
will be set back from the rear of the verge to allow a vehicle to pull off the
private access so as not to impede through traffic.

5.5 Any pedestrians that need to access the site will use the proposed access
arrangement.
5.6 The turning area will be laid out with permeable material to a standard to

accommodate the weight of a Kirklees fire tender.

5.7 It is considered that the proposed access width, construction and visibility
would be suitable to accommodate the limited traffic movements associated
with the development proposals.
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6.0 Traffic Impact
Proposed Traffic

6.1 To determine the anticipated traffic generation of 3 new dwellings the
national TRICs database has been interrogated. Figure 4 provides the peak
hour trip rates (morning peak 08:00 — 09:00 and evening peak 17:00 —
18:00) and likely traffic generation of the proposals. The TRICs output can
be found at Appendix C.

6.2 As can be seen from Figure 4 the proposed development is likely to
generate up to 2 vehicle movements during the network peak hours. Based
on the results shown however, the increase in traffic would not be discernible
along both the access road and at the junction with Bog Green Lane. Given
the size of the development and likely trip generations during the network
peak periods, it is not considered necessary to carry out any capacity
assessments at the site access or nearby junctions.

6.3 Acknowledgement must be given to the fact that the private access is laid
out to a very good standard in terms of width and construction. The access
already serves several dwellings/ a sewage works and commercial / farm
units. The private access has also been used to gain access to a very large
compound used for the upgrading of the Transpennine Trail. Therefore, the
Local Authority have accepted additional use of the private access and must
have considered it a safe route to and from Bog Green Lane, especially so
given the large number of vehicle movement associated with the upgrading
of the Transpennie trail and the length of time taken to undertake the
improvement works.

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6.4 The Highways Development Control Section have made comment on the
planning application and have raised 3 points of issue.

6.5 The first two points regards the issue of adoption of the access and the level
of use. No acknowledgment has been made in respect that the access
already serves well in excess of 5 dwellings, and that the Council considered
the access suitable to serve (and safe) as the route for the upgrading of the
Transpennine Trail with the large number of cars and hgv’s that this would
generate utilising the route. 3 new dwellings would generate considerably
less trips than the upgrading works (potentially over a 100 less trips per
day).

6.6 The third point relates to waste collection. Again, no consideration has been
given to the fact that the access is currently used by the refuse collection
service to access the existing properties along the private access. Therefore,
the waste collection routine will not change with the erection of 3no.
additional dwellings.

6.7 Considering the access arrangements the additional trips can easily be
accommodated and will have no material impact on the operation of the
local highway and will not significantly add to congestion at the peak times
on the local network, as the level of traffic generated by the proposed
development would not be discernible from the daily fluctuations in flows
that could be expected on the private access and the major road network.

11
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7.0 Conclusion

7.1 This Access Statement presents the existing traffic characteristics and
infrastructure in the surrounding area of the proposed development to
provide a new development of just 3no. detached dwellings.

7.2 The road safety record is also assessed along with the traffic impact of the
proposals and compares the traffic generations, highway safety and access
proposals with the existing situation.

7.3 The first two points raised by HDC regard the issue of adoption of the access
and the level of use. No acknowledgment has been made in respect that the
access already serves well in excess of 5 dwellings, and that the Council
considered the access suitable to serve (and safe) as the route for the
upgrading of the Transpennine Trail with the large number of cars and hgv's
that this would generate utilising the route. 3 new dwellings would generate
considerably less trips than the upgrading works (potentially over a 100
less trips per day).

7.4 The third point related to waste collection. Again, no consideration has been
given to the fact that the access is currently used by the refuse collection
service to access the existing properties along the private access. Therefore,
the waste collection routine will not change with the erection of 3no.
additional dwellings.

7.5 The additional trips associated with the proposed development can easily be
accommodated and will have no material impact on the operation of the
local highway and will not significantly add to congestion at the peak times
on the local network, as the level of traffic generated by the proposed
development would not be discernible from the daily fluctuations in flows
that could be expected on the highway network.

It is split by three main columns, representing arrivals trips, departures trips, and total trips (arrivals
plus departures). Within each of these main columns are three sub-columns. These display the number of survey days
where count data is included (per time period), the average value of the selected trip rate calculation parameter (per
time period), and the trip rate result (per time period). Total trip rates (the sum of the column) are also displayed at the
foot of the table.

To obtain a trip rate, the average (mean) trip rate parameter value (TRP) is first calculated for all selected survey days
that have count data available for the stated time period. The average (mean) number of arrivals, departures or totals
(whichever applies) is also calculated (COUNT) for all selected survey days that have count data available for the stated
time period. Then, the average count is divided by the average trip rate parameter value, and multiplied by the stated
calculation factor (shown just above the table and abbreviated here as FACT). So, the method is: COUNT/TRP*FACT. Trip
rates are then rounded to 3 decimal places.
