My client David Fitzgerald living at: 22d, North Road Kirkburton is asking for the removal and replantation of a row of mature sycamore trees 
that lay within the council owned conservation area that is bordering with his property.


3 Trees in particular are not looking in great shape.

The closest to the road is causing elongation to Mr Fitzgerald's driveway wall. I have gone out and had a look at the damage. the roots appear 
to be lifting up and pushing out the wall. The wall holds up the offside front of the driveway and it is where he drives in and out of his property. 

It is also the closest to the public footpath and public road.


After the inspection, for health and safety purposes I am requesting approval to remove Tree A1 and for another to be planted in its place.


Additionally, there is another sycamore tree of the same size directly next to it that also needs the same treatment. (removal and replanting). I 
will refer to this second tree as Tree A2.


At the back of the driveway, bordering behind Mr Fitzgerald's property is another Sycamore tree with two leaders that I've to referred as Tree 
D. And I have also inspected this tree from the ground. I am requesting the removal of this tree due to it blatant dead and dry layers of bark on 
the backside of it leading up. the Canopy also looks empty of life.

Tree D appears to be either dead or dying. 


Since the dead side is on the opposite facing side of the tree to that of the property, I worry that if the tree were to fall, it might have move of a 
chance to direct its decent toward Mr Fitzgerald's property. Potentially causing catastrophic damage to the stone work causing thousands of 
pounds worth in repair.

This part of the property is often used as a communal area (Bar) and if the tree was to fall or break that itself is a major safety. 


Directly next to Tree D is a much smaller in diameter tree. Referred to as Tree D2

This tree looks in healthy shape however, due to it's severe lean toward a balcony and proximity to the property my client is also wanting to 
know if we can cut this one down also and replant. 


I might also add Tree A and Tree A2 have been pollarded in the past and due to their neglect there's lots of dead wood within their canopy. 


in fact, all of the trees on the nearside of Mr Fitzgerald's property have had the same treatment. 

From the extent of my visit, and for the purposes of this single application, I ask that Tree A, A2, D, & D2 want removing and replanting.
