Sycamore (9) - crown lift / clean - overhangs road and pedestrian footpathHolly (10,11) crown clean and lift due to lack of light to plants below
Sycamore (12) - crown lift and clean - removal of dangerous dead branches that overhang the road and pedestrian footpath. The footpath is heavily used by school children attending King James' School. Removal of ivy on trunk.
Unknown - (13) remove remaining dead trunk of tree that fell several years ago and covered in ivy
Yew (14) - crown lift as overhanging parking area and growing through canopy of copper beech (16)
Ash (15) - crown lift and clean to 5m as overhanging and touching roof of property
Copper Beech (16) - crown lift and clean to 5 m as overhanging and almost touching property roof
Holly (17) - crown clean as growing through canopy of copper beech (16) and affecting light to ground level. This has been done before.
Yew (18) - crown lift of lower branches as affecting access to side of property
Beech (19) - crown lift and clean to 5 m as overhanging and almost touching property. This has been done before.
Cherry (20) - crown lift and clean - reducing light to plants below.
Willow (21) - crown lift to improve light to plants below.
Chestnut (22) - crown lift and clean due to lack of light to plants below and closeness to willow (21). Also removal of ivy from trunk
Cherry - removal of self sown cherry that is impacting other trees eg Acer, Willow and shrubs due to lack of light
Ash (24) - removal of self sown as affecting light to ground plants and Acer tree.
Laurel (25,30) - crown clean and lift as overgrown, especially 25. 
Holly (26,27,28) - crown clean - these have been topped before. 
Flowering cherry (29) -  crown clean and lift as overshadowing shrubs / plants
Ash (31) - crown lift and clean - remove dead/ broken branches which have been falling on our land and that of the neighbour. The latter having caused damage to their garden shed.
Sycamore (32) - crown clean - remove dead branches and ivy
