	Q1 What measures have beenwill be taken to reduce the energy demand associated with your proposed development beyond the minimum required in Building Regulations See section 2Row1: The proposed development will utilise modern renewable energy sources including solar panels to the roof, air source heat pump (subject to grant) and will be an all electric dwelling, eliminating reliance on fossil fuels for heating, hot water, and cooking, which will lower carbon emissions and improve indoor air quality. The property will also include an electric vehicle charging point.
	Q2 What measures have beenwill be taken to limit the carbon consumed through the implementation and construction processes eg by reusing existing onsite materials or sourcing materials locally See section 3Row1: The dwelling will utilise local supply chain and materials where possible. The current proposal is for outline only with all matters reserved but it is assumed the property will be constructed utilising local stone similar to neighbouring properties. There is an amount of walling stone which will be re-purposed either in the build or for landscaping treatments. All timber will be FSC certified which ensures that forests are managed responsibly, considering environmental, social, and economic factors.

The property will also optimise solar PV. The layout will be designed to maximise light, sun and use of the garden

The extended drive will look to incorporate permeable materials.
