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1 Introduction 
 

1.1 Purpose 
 
This Design and Access Statement supports a planning application for the 

minor addition of a single ground floor window to the south-west 

elevation of Beaumont Primary Academy. The proposed works are 
designed to improve internal daylighting to the proposed new office 

space whilst remaining visually consistent with the existing building 
design and façade.  

 

1.2 Description of Proposal 
 

The works involve the insertion of a new ground floor window adjacent to 

the school’s main entrance. The new opening will match the size, 
materials the proportions of surrounding window details of the existing 

building. 

 

1.3 Design Process 
 
The design has been developed in close collaboration with the South 

Pennine Academy in response to the operational needs at the school, 
ensuring it improves the functionality of internal space without affecting 

the external access, circulation and ecological value.  
 
 

2 The Site  

 
2.1 Site Location 

Beaumont Primary Academy is located on Dryclough Road, Crosland 
Moor, Huddersfield, HD4 5JA. The school is situated within the grounds of 

Moor End Academy, adjacent to Beaumont Park.  

 

2.2 Site Description 

 Beaumont Primary Academy is located on Dryclough Road in 

Huddersfield. The school is a well-established educational facility 
situated within a predominantly residential area and forms part of the 

wider Moor End Academy Trust campus. It provides primary education for 

pupils aged 4–11, supporting a diverse and growing local community. 
 

2.3 Site History 

 

Beaumont Primary Academy opened in 2016 as part of the South Pennine 

Academies trust. It has since expanded to full primary capacity with 

modern facilities and secure boundary treatments. 

2.4  Current Use 
 

The building is currently in full-time educational use, serving pupils aged 

2 to 11. The proposed window installation does not impact the site’s use, 

operation, or occupancy. 
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2.5  Existing Structures 
 

The existing school building is two-storey and contemporary in design, 

with consistent use of materials including brick, render, and powder-
coated aluminium window frames. The proposed window follows the 

existing structural rhythm and sits within with the external façade, 
recessed in line with the existing windows. 

 
 

3 Proposals 

 

3.1 Use 

 
There is no change to the use of the site or the building. The proposal 

simply introduces one new window to improve internal conditions.  
 

3.2 Scale  
 
The proposal is of extremely limited scale: a single window measuring 

approximately 1242.5 mm (W) × 1810 mm (H) to match the dimensions of 

half of an existing paired unit. There is no change to the building 
footprint, height, or form. 

 

3.3 Layout 
 

There are no changes to the internal or external layout. The window will 

be inserted into an existing external wall, maintaining the established 
design rhythm of the façade. 

 

3.4 Access 

 

There are no changes to site access, circulation, or approach routes. The 
proposal has no impact on inclusive access provision. 
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3.5 Landscape & Ecology 
 

The works are confined entirely to the building envelope and do not affect 
any landscape, planting, or ecological features. No trees or green spaces 

are impacted. 

 

3.6 Appearance 
 

The new window has been designed to match the existing fenestration in 
frame colour, proportions, opening type, and positioning. It will be 

visually coherent with the current architectural character and have no 
adverse impact on the appearance of the building. 

 
 

4 Conclusion 
 

The proposal involves the installation of a new ground floor window 
within an existing wall at Beaumont Primary Academy. This is a small-

scale, low-impact intervention designed to improve internal 

environmental quality through increased daylight and natural 
ventilation. Whilst also providing an additional office. 

 
There are no associated changes to the building’s footprint, massing, 

height, access arrangements, or landscape features. The new window is 

designed to match the existing fenestration to ensure full visual 
integration with the current architectural language. 

 

The installation of the new ground floor window does not adversely affect 
the fire compartmentation nor evacuation strategy. 

 
As a modest and carefully considered improvement, the proposal 

enhances the functionality of the school without altering its external 

character or operations, and we feel should be supported for approval. 
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
