The buildings on the site both have bat roosting features. A PBRA will be required as a result.
The site is within 500m of a watercourse and priority habitats of deciduous woodland, and a pond.
With the exception of Greenhill Bank Road, the site has good connectivity to the wider landscape to the
east.
Further information is required prior to decision. Several records for protected and priority species and
habitats are present within 1km of the site. A Preliminary Ecological Appraisal is therefore required prior to
decision to assess the site habitats, the likely presence of protected and/or priority species, and the value of
site habitats to protected and/or priority species.
Reason: In the interests of biodiversity and in accordance with LP30 and NPPF15.
