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The History

This Design and access statement has been prepared by TREND ARCHITECTURE on behalf of MR.
Mohammed to accompany the planning application for the property located at 382 Huddersfield
Road, Mirfield WF14 9DL. This property, which is surrounded by a mixture of residential and
commercial buildings is not within a conservation area.

The property which has previously been used as a commercial shop as a Co-op, butcher shop, flower
shop and lastly as a workshop and has been currently derelict for over 20 years and therefore, not in
use. The property due to being derelict has been in disrepair, has been vandalised and therefore had
suffered partial collapse.

The client has been contacted by Kirklees building control over the safety of the building and due to
the nature of the partial collapse, hence has had to partially demolish the structure to maintain safety
of the site. A new retaining wall was constructed to the rear of the site in line with the existing to
stabilise the land behind the existing rear walls.

The Proposal

It is the client’s vision to bring the former shop back to its original use. To accommodate the clients
vision and make the building rentable in the current market, it is proposed that the shop be extended
to the rear by squaring it off, instead of the shop having an L-shape. This is proposed to create a shop
with more space for the shop and a proposed water closet for staff. In addition, it is proposed that a
first floor be added with 2 front dormers to create storage space.

Additionally, the proposal will be made from materials that will match the existing in order to keep
the building in keeping with the surrounding area.

Access

Access to the shop will be provided by the existing main entrance door at the front. There is on street
parking on Huddersfield Road just outside of the shop which can be used by customers.

Amount of Development & Layout

There is an additional rear extension which is built to square the building off and make use of the
below garden terrace space to the rear. The building at the front is to be lifted at the front slightly to
allow for storage space. The rear will maintain a flat roof over to keep it as existing. There will be space
next to the proposed window and main entrance for the bin storage as to keep it close by for
collection. Four 240L bins shall be provided to separate different waste streams the bins shall be for
general waste, paper and carboard, food waste and glass, cans and plastic respectively.
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Appearance

The appearance of the proposal can only by an improvement as the current building is derelict with a
partial collapse. The proposal shall be built with materials that match the existing building in order to
keep the proposal in keeping with the surrounding area.

Conclusion

It is apparent that because of the proposed alterations in the form of refurbishment, internal
alterations, extension there will be an improvement on the existing derelict building that sits there
and bring this back in to use for the local people. The proposal respects the scale, character, design
and materials of the construction of the surrounding area.
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
