General Notes:

1. DO NOT USE THIS DRAWING IN ISOLATION. This drawing has been prepared as part
of a set, and must therefore be read in conjunction with all other drawings. Any
discrepancies or design queries must be reported to the engineer prior to completion of
tender and commencement of works. Following completion of tender it is assumed that
developer and Contractor are in full agreement with the design drawings (with the
exception of pre tender queries only).

2. Third party information is used to prepare the engineering design (including, architectural
layout, ground investigation, existing utilities records, and specialist design items). The
engineering design must therefore be read in conjunction with all third party information
prior to commencing work. Queensberry Design Ltd are not responsible for any third party
information or details.

3. House type working drawings are to be used in conjunction with the plot setting out
drawing.

4. Drawing status will remain preliminary until full technical approval is received from local
authority and sewerage undertaker. Works commenced prior to technical approval are
done so at risk and may be subject to change.

5. The Contractor is expected to prepare appropriate construction method statements for all
aspects of appointed work. This should include any temporary protection works.

6. Land drainage is not permitted to discharge into the public sewer network. Any need for
land drainage should be assessed by the ground worker and landscaper during
construction and placement of gardens on an individual plot basis. If land drainage
designs are required, they should be appointed prior to plot completion.

7. The Contractor is expected to cross check all drainage inverts prior to commencing work,
this may involve completion of trial holes if invert levels have been interpolated.

8. The Contractor must monitor the “as build” progress of each construction stage
(roads/sewers/plot works/ etc), to enable the next stages of construction to be checked
before installation. For this reason the design of, floor levels, external works, retaining
walls, and plot drainage are to be read as guidance only.

Highways

1. Al highway works to be carried out in accordance with the Design Manual for Roads and
Bridges (DMRB); the Manual of Contract Documents for Highway Works, Specification for
Highway Works (MCHW SHW) and the current local authority highway design guide.

2. All excavations below proposed and existing highways to be back-filled with granular type
1 sub-base and well compacted in layers not exceeding 150mm, unless otherwise agreed.

3. Highway authority to be notified by the Contractor prior to the commencement of works.

4. Al statutory consents opening notices etc. as required under the highways act are to be
obtained by the Contractor.

5. Material for permanent traffic signs and their construction, assembly, location and erection
shall comply with series 1200 and 1400 of the MCHW SHW.

6. All signs and road markings are to be in accordance with the Traffic Signs Regulations &
General Directions 2016 (TSRGD), Traffic Signs Manual (TSM) and MCHW SHW series
1200.

7. Permanent road markings shall be thermoplastic material or paint in accordance with BS
EN 1871.

8. All sign locations indicated are approximate and must be agreed on site with the
supervisor/inspector prior to erection.

9. Where proposed road markings tie into existing road markings they shall be correctly
aligned in accordance with dimensions shown in the TSRGD.

10. Any road markings removed or covered outside the extents of the main works for traffic
management purposes are to be reinstated as existing upon scheme completion.

11. Where road markings are to be laid on existing pavements, redundant road markings are
to be removed by appropriate methods.

12. All road markings shall be reflectorised in accordance with SHW Cl. 1212.4, have the
performance to Cl. 1212.5 and skid resistance complying with Class S3 to BS EN 1436,
Table 7.

13. Coloured surface treatment shall be with a thermoplastic Rosin Ester pigmented binder,
containing 55% + 1% coloured quartzite aggregate to a minimum 60 PSV and a
minimum 1.55mm texture depth as measured by 'Sand Patch' testing.

14. All temporary signs shall be constructed to the standards for permanent signs, except that
the sign face material may be punctured to accommodate fixing.

15. All temporary signs are required to have a date on their reverse by which they should be
removed (to be 3 months after installation on site). Text to measure 50mm height and
label to be manufactured from one piece of U.V. Stabilised self-adhesive vinyl.

16. Any existing sign plates noted to be re-used are subject to a condition assessment and
compliance with current standards. Sign to be approved by KC works inspector. Any sign
face found not to be in suitable condition is to be replaced with a new plate. Noted sign
face dimensions are assumed and may vary.

17. Where signs are to be illuminated, provision shall be made for cable entry through
concrete foundations by means of a 100mm dia. flexible UPVC duct. The duct shall enter
the foundations at the front, 250mm below formation level. All illuminated signs shall be
provided with a root/switch box to house the equipment.

18. Unless recommended by the manufacturer, all sign post foundations shall be to
standardised prescribed concrete grade ST2 to SHW Cl. 2602 and have a minimum
150mm cover.

19. Sign posts shall be formed from tubular hollow section steel to BS EN 10210 and
protected against corrosion by galvanising in accordance with BS EN ISO 1461. The posts
shall then be sealed with a resin solution corresponding to RAL 6005.

20. The exposed ends of all tubular steel posts shall be topped with matching plastic caps.

21. Sign plates shall be constructed of aluminium and covered with a plastic coating,
microprismatic, retro-reflective material to BS 8408 for the face and non-reflective plastic
coating, Grey in colour for the back.

22. Signs installed prior to the date of implementation of the new road layout or order to which
they refer, shall be covered according to SHW CI. 1209.1, until that date.

23. Vertical spacing of 50mm to be allowed when signs mounted above one another on same
post.

24. All signs shall have a minimum carriageway clearance of 450mm.

25. Existing lighting columns shall not be used to support traffic signs above 0.3m? unless
specifically designed for that purpose.

26. Permanent road studs shall be in accordance with TSM Chapter 5, series D of the MCHW
SHW Highway Construction Details and BS EN 1463. Studs used shall be depressible
rubber inserts let into a cast iron base with reflex lenses which are cleansed by the
passage of a vehicle wheel under the squeegee action of the depressible rubber - the cast
iron base shall be capable of securing a traffic cylinder to BS 873. Where existing road
studs are of condition deemed suitable for re-use, the Contractor shall install new
reflecting inserts.

27. Refer to proposed sign schedule on this drawing for sign face, post and base details.

28. Refer to drawing sheet numbers QD1776-0200-11 for site clearance details.

29. Refer to drawing sheet numbers QD1776-03-11 for engineering layout.

Existing Services

Any existing services which may be affected by the proposed works should be located by
means of a hand dig in close liaison with the statutory service authorities. The Contractor shall
inform the developer of any services that may affect the proposed design.

Contractor to notify statutory service authorities prior to commencement of work.

As Constructed Information

Refer to General Note 8 above. It is the Contractors responsibility to provide the following as
constructed drawings to the developer upon the completion of the works covered by the
contract:

Position/co-ordinates of all adoptable manholes.

Invert and cover levels of all adoptable manholes.

New gully positions and connections.

. Position and depth of service ducts for water, gas, electric, BT, cable and street lighting,
stating size and number of ducts.
