Agricultural Building at Top Ashlea, Briestfield Road, Briestfield
Coal Mining Risk Assessment

In accordance with our commission, we are pleased to provide an assessment of the stability of the site
with regard to coal mining. Details are provided below.

The Site

The site, which is centred on Ordnance Survey Grid Reference SE 23615 17609, is located approximately
70m southeast of Briestfield Road, in Briestfield, near Dewsbury. A site location plan and aerial
photograph are attached. The site has overall dimensions of approximately 12m (northwest -
southeast) by 14m (northeast - southwest). A portal frame agricultural shed has been constructed on
the site recently. The site lies around 25m southeast of the crest of a topographical ridge, which runs
approximately east-northeast to west-southwest.

Geology

The 1:10,000 scale Geological Map (Sheet SE 21 NW) and the latest British Geological Survey (BGS)
electronic data at 1:50,000 scale, which is public sector information licensed under the Open
Government License v3.0, have been used to assess the geology of the local area. The geological setting
of the site is shown on the drawing titled "Oblique View Geological Map" which is attached.

The maps show the site to be underlain by undifferentiated strata (mudstones, siltstones and minor
sandstones) of the Pennine Lower Coal Measures of the Carboniferous Period. No superficial deposits
are indicated on or near the site, and no faults are shown to cross the site. The nearest indicated fault
is 6m to the southwest.
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The nearest indicated coal seam outcrop that sits on the same fault block as the site, is 55m to the
southeast, of the Flockton Thick Coal. As the site is higher than the outcrop in elevation, the coal seam
will underlie the site. The Generalised Vertical Section (GVS) shows the seam to be up to 1.1m thick.
The strata are indicated to dip to the northeast at around 2 to 4 degrees.

Further coal seam outcrops are indicated approximately 160m, 240m and 300m to the southeast,
named the Flockton Thin, The 1** Brown Metals, and the Old Hards respectively. These seams are
progressively older/deeper in a southeasterly direction.

Given the local topography, dip, and outcrop positions, the Flockton Thick coal seam is expected to lie
at an elevation of around 125m AOD below the site. The site lies at an elevation of around 128m AOD,

this means the seam is likely to be at a depth of approximately 3m beneath the site.

Details of the upper four seams beneath the site are listed below, in order of increasing depth.

Including cumulative impacts on overlying seams and based on a requirement for there to be overlying rock cover of at
least 10x the extracted thickness, as measured from the top of the original seam roof. Less than this indicates the seam
is within influencing depth of the surface.

Coal Authority Consultants Coal Mining Report

A Coal Authority Consultants Coal Mining Report was obtained by ARP Geotechnical Ltd, and a copy is
attached to this letter.

Thereportincludes a table of recorded workings, with the depths and extraction thicknesses. The table
records the depth of the Flockton Thin as 29m (13m deeper than interpretation of the geological maps
would indicate) with a worked thickness of 0.38m. At this depth, based on the 10x ratio, ARP concludes
that the workings in the Flockton Thin should have sufficient cover. The other seams in the ARP table
above are not listed (the conclusion from this is that they are not necessarily absent but there are no
workings recorded in them). The next deepest recorded workings are at 144m depth, which have
sufficient cover.



As the Coal Authority records indicate the Flockton Thin to be 13m deeper that would be expected from
the geological maps, the ARP table above can be revised to include the Coal Authority data, as below:

The distribution of coal seam outcrops on the geological maps would be significantly different if the
Coal Authority information is correct

Under the heading “Probable unrecorded shallow workings”, the Coal Authority response is “yes” but
no further details are given. “Shallow” is defined as less than 30m depth, therefore the three seams in
the ARP table above would fall into this category.

There are no recorded mine entries within 100m of the site. However, ARP would highlight the
possibility of unrecorded mine entries associated with “unrecorded shallow workings” that the Coal
Authority states are probably present.

The site is not affected by any present, or future proposed, underground coal mining.
The site is unaffected by any past, present, or future proposed, opencast coal mining.
There are no subsidence claims recorded within 50m of the site.

Assessment of Coal Mining Instability - Conclusions

Itis a generally accepted rule of thumb that, unless there is at least 10 times the seam thickness of rock
cover above any underground workings (as measured from the top of the original seam/extraction
roof), they have the potential to adversely affect ground stability on the site. There is uncertainty as to
the exact depth and thickness of the Flockton Thick coal seam beneath the site, with an estimated
depth using the geological map of around 3m, and inferred depth (not recorded depth) from Coal
Authority data of around 16m. The thickness of the seam is also not confirmed. Usingthe BGS recorded
thickness of up 1.1m, 11m of rock cover would be required for the site not to require stabilisation
treatment. There is a possibility that insufficient cover is present.

Any workings could take the form of pillar and stall workings or bell pits, depending on the depth.

The deeper seams (Flockton Thin, 1° Brown Metal and the Old Hards) are anticipated to be sufficiently
deep to prevent any adverse ground stability effects on the site.



Conclusion

In the light of the above, it is recommended that a rock drilling investigation is carried out to check for
any evidence of workings in the Flockton Thick coal seam, and determine the depth, seam thickness,
and extraction thickness. On current evidence, there is not sufficient confidence that there is adequate
rock cover to any (unrecorded) underground workings that may be present.

The presence of mine workings is not a significant obstacle to development, and there are economical

engineering solutions available, including for retrospective treatment of structures already
constructed. ARP provides advice on, and designs, such treatment solutions on a regular basis.

Past underground coal mining
