Nonetheless, The Metal Store has a number of initatives to minimise its impact on the environment.
- 95% of the packaged use to ship products is recyclable.
- All waste metal, cardboard/paper, printer cartridges and batteries are recycled
- All lighting will be replaced with low energy units
- The Metal Store has worked with Ecologi since 2021 to pay for carbon offsets to remove emissions created by the business and its employees.
